WasaiNotoN, 10. — The President

this afterncon addressed the following
letter to Gen. Sheridan:

Livutenanl (feneral P. H. Sheridan :

Sir.—In view of the possible dis-
tarbances that may occar smong the
indians now in lodian Territory,-and
the contemplated concentration of
troops In that locality, I deem it neces-
sary that you proceed &t Ouce 1o the
location where the trouble fs to be ap-
thended, and advise with and direct
hose in commasand as to theltm be
taken to prevent disorder an pre-
dations by the Tndians, and as to the
disposition of the troops. Yoar ec-
quaintance with the history and the
habits and costoms of these Indians,
leads menisoto you to Invite
statements on their part as to any real
or fancied Injury or lojustice toward
them, or any other reesons thdt may
have led to the discontent, and 1nform
yourself generally as to thewr condi-
tlon. You are jostiffed in assori
them that any cause of complaint w
be fully examined by the authoritlies,
snd If any wroafa exist they :511 be
remedled. I think 1 nardly n add
that they must be fally assured of the
determiasation-on - of the gov-
ernment to enforce on-
duct,and by all thnnroweru ltg-l.llt
