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.- JUDICLIAL PERSECUTION.

IT bas been often said that the
official career of the late chief jus-

ous for its intense partisanship, a
determination to Inasgurate and
wage a religio-politieal crusade,
and to carry on a judicial persecu-
tion, mther than to honor the em-
inent positisn he was appointed to
fill, by administering the law ac-
cording to the spirit and intemt
thereof. Perhapsnothing stronger,
Ly way of confirmatien of the pre-
ceding, could be given than the
case of Hon. George Q. Caunon,
under indictment for polygamy,
which was disposed of in a few
minutes yesterday, in the Third
Judicial District Court, by his hon
or Judge Emerson.

The indictment against Mr. Can-
non was presented by the Grand
Jury last October under, we believe,
a special charge of the late Chief
Justice; and, altheugh upon ils
very face it showed that the entire
proceeding was a nullity in law,
it has been continued in court from
that time to the present, an un-
NecessaAry expense ar several hun-
dred dollars hnving been entalled
upon the Government, and the de-
fendant, refused by the Court a

speedy trial, having been subjected

also to great personal expense, aad
to the opprobrium and seandal of
an indictment for what is regraded
by many people as a .bigh crime
while occupying a seat in Congress
as’a Delegate from Utah Territory.

When the case was called up in
court yesterday, it appeared from
the indictment that the plural mar-
riage charged against the defend-
ant had been entered into many
yeafs before the indictment was
found, and under the U. 8.
Statute of Limitations of 1790
prosecutions for all acts consider-
ed criminal in the eye of the
law, except murder and treason,
are barred unless the oflenders
are indicted within twoe years from
the time such offences are commit-
ted. The U. B. District Atterney
stated to the ecourt yesterday, that
the crime, if any had been com-
mitted, had long since been out-
lawed, and that the prosecution
was therefore utterly null and
void, being contravened by the
Statute of Limitations.

i1t canmot for a moment be sup-
posed that the late Chief Justice
was ignorant of this fact, any more
than was any other professional
gentleman eonnected with the judi-
ciary or bar of Utah. But that was
immaterial. The people of Utah
had elected Mr. Cannon as their
Delegate to Congress by an over-
whelming raajority, leaving not
the shadow of a chance for the
admission of the ring candidate by
fair means, and hence any and
every expedient, no matter how
shallow and outrsgeously unjust,
must be resorted to, and therefore
the indictment of Mr. Cannon and
the refusal to grant him a speedy
trial, evidently in the hope that
Utah might be left without a repre-
sentative in the national legisla-
ture, or that, under the opprobrium
of an indictment for a crime
against a law of the United States,
the people’s honored Delegste
might be subjected to the shame
and disgrace of being deprived of
his seat and expelled from Con-
gress,

Happily, in the dispensations of
Providence, the vile scheme failed,
and the designs of the guilty con-
apimators agalnst the rights of the
people of this Territory were frus-
trated so far as expulsion was con-
cerned; and now, with a gentleman
