key, that I recognized my errors and
professed to be sorry for them. On the
contrary. In my interview with Cardi
nal AlcCloakey I reaffirmed Uie doc

apprehensions I told him substantially
that I knew my theology well enoughnot to sin against it ignorantly and
that I loved my religion too well to

Dr. McGIynn then gives at length the
two letters fom the Propaganda, one
undr date of September 12,1882, direct-
ing the suspension or disciplining of
Dr. McGIynn. for bis Land League
speeches; theTtber, nnder date of May
10, 1883, calling attention to the fact
that though McGIynn had modified his
toae he was still speaking In lavor of
"Irish revolution," and oue from
Vicar-Gener- al Quinn to McGIynn,
dated May 21, conveying the request
that he should not attend certain Land
League meetings.
