Washington, March 6.-—Apst, Secy.
Oliver has notified the governors of
the various states and territories which
have an organized milltia force, that It

has been found NOCcessary to
omit rox this year the con-
templuted annual brigade and di-
vision encampments tor the in-

struction of the infantry, cavalry and
fleld artillery of tha regular army, as
many posts will bhe depleted by reason
of the absence of ahout 6,000 troops il
(luba, conslderable number at the
Jamestown exposition and the move-
ment of A large portlon of the army to
the Philippines.

In lieu thereof camps of Instruction
fop the coast artillery of the army will
be established during the season of 1807
and the natlopal guard of the various
states contiguous thereto will be In-
vited to take part In the development
of (he problems Involved in the da-
fense of the seacoast. Iavitations wiil
shortly be isSued to the governors of
the seaboard states interested, specl-
fying in detall the forces desired to
carry out the proposed problems. The
camps probably will be held in July
and will 1ast from one week to 10 days..
