And this ereater priesthood
ad minis tcreth the gospel and holdMb. tbe
key of the mysterie of the klnifdoDr even
the key of tbe knowledge of God; There-
fore In the ordinances thereof, the power
of rodllness Is msnlfest: and wllhoat the
ordinances thereof, and the authority, of
tod prlestbood, the power or froduaeaau
not manifest onto men In the flesh, or
wllhont this no man can see the foet ot
God, even the Father, and live. '!,!'.

There are some Ideas aasocuted
with theoe ptlnciples which t will
briefly refer to. We have assembled
here to more perfectly organize the
church of (Jod in this place; to ettajt:
Han a ritake: to select, appoint and
set' apart 'the necessary ofSeer
therefor; Our President bst been
moved upon to call upou the Twelve
to go through the Territory and at
tend to these matter, In accordance
with a revelation which make it
the duty of the -- Twelve "to ordain!
and set In order all the officers of
the church;' to see that the church
la ."righted ud" ia all lis various
departments in the organization of
its various quorum; where it is
necessary that Stakes should be or
ganized organize them; and to see
that ail the quorums and officers be
placed In their proper position so
that they will work harmoniouslyand . according to the revelations
and order of; God. The growth of
the church and the chances con--
inually I takiug place render it

necessary that this work to which
we have been called be attended
to. It Is very desirable and neces
sary too that every man should un-
derstand hla true position In the
church; that he may the better
magnify his calling, and attend to
every duty devolving upon him.
In the organization "of a Stake of
Zion, as revealed, there should be a
president-wit- n two counselors to
preside overall the officer, au thori-tle-s

and people of the Stake. There
should also be a High Council con
sisting ox twelve councilor presided
over by the President of the Ktake
and his two counselors. There
should also be a High Priests Quo
rum; with a president and two
counsellors to preside over ail the
High Priesta in the Stake.

The lSIders Quorum should be
composed of ninety-si-x Elders, pre-
sided over by a president and two
counselors, and when more than
ninety-six- , other quorums should
be organized. ' ' v T

The Priests uuorum snouid be
composed of forty-eigh- t, presided
over by a liishop. The Teachers
Quorum i should be composed of
twenty-fou- r, : and tbe Deacons of
twelve, each with their respective

resident and counselors. TheEilshop necessarily presides over
the whole of the lesser priesthood
in his ward, and they are under
hl9 special guidance and direction,
while he is presided over by tbe
Presidencyof the Stake, and the
Presidents of the Stakes, in their
turn are presided over by the First
Presidency and the Twelve: thus
all are amenable to proper authority
in their various organizations and
there is no schism inthe body.' Ail
Bishops should be properly ordained
with their counselors, in order to be
qualified to act efficiently in their
onices, and to be quaiined to sit as
common Judges in Israel j

We have frequently heard mat
('Order is heaven's' first law." In
no earthly government is there so
mucn order evinced asintnecnurcn
and kingdom of God. and for that
we are indebted to the revelations
of God. The office of the priest
hood is really to rule and govern In
that government which i is recog
nised as the Lord's, whether it be
in heaven or on the earth. And as
the Ld has restored the everlast-
ing gospel and the keys of the ever
lasting priesthood. which auminist- -
eis in time and eternity, when we
elect officers to All positions in- - this
Church we J choose men whose
authority through their faithfulness
writ hold good not ouly on this
earth, but iu the heavens, and not
only Low uucnerearier. Aouwoen

ttto.cn men ao not realize their
