But the safeguards do not stop
here, forall the territorial enact-
mente, after having passed the or-
deal ofa Gentile and allen Governor,
have to be submittied to the United
States Congress, and if it disap-
proves any act it ceases to be Iuw,
thus securing two absolute ve'oes,
«ne by the Executive and the other
by the Legislative Departments of
the United States Government.

As these anomalous vstoes are ap-

led to no other people or territory
bt would seem that no great appre-
hension of viclous legislation by
this territory need be apprehended.

But Congress has the right to en-
act any law for the Territory o that
the evil of non-action by the legis-
lative asspmbly of the Territory I=
securcd by the right of the mpresen
tatives of all the American people
to enact such wholesome laws, sulit-
ed to Amerlcan civilization and
ideas, as they may deem proper.
Then, added to all fhis, the laws are
executed, administered and adjudg-
ed by a Govérnor, Marshal ~nd
Judges appointed by the President
of thel'nited Btates.
