Washington, D. C,
November 25th, 1376.

Editor Dcserct Hews:
Although Washington is by no

means a commercial city,tne wiue
spread and general stagnation of
business incident to tne ex
isting unsettled and unsatisfac
tory state of afi'airs is severe
ly felt ven here: and the arri
val of several companies of reg-
ular troops, about a week ago, was
hailed with pleasure by not a few
of xur merchants, without regard
jt5 politics, because their presence
would, in a measure at least, enllv
en trade, and bring some change to
the empty tillers. Warsmen are
proverbially liberal In their expen
ditures, and as the greater part of
the officers and soldiers now here
came from South Carolina, where
they nad had little or no opportu
nity to spend their money, they
came well supplied with lucre and
showed a moat gratifying disposi
tion to part with. it. Washington
has always been a favorite "post"
with officers of the regular army,no
less than it is an envied "station"
for those of the navy; and itiis very
evident that the gay sons of Mars
now here are in no hurry to depart,
but rather consider it a fortunate
chance that called them from the
dismal swamps and dreary pine
forests, replete with rattlesnakes,
fever aud ague, and similar delect
able delicacies, of South Carolina,
to tho broad avenues, bright skies,
and cosy drawing-room-s of the na
tional capital

That they will find occupation of
a more serious nature than to at
tend dress parade and escort fair
ladies, seems extremely doubtful
It was feared by some that the great
democratic torchlight procession,
winch was to come oil here on
Thanksgiving eve, the 29th Inst.,
would result in bad blood and possi
bly riot. There is a class of "light
Ibr" democrats . here, as in all
other large cities, who would like
nothing better than a "row;" and
this class is always sure to turn out
In full force on au occasion like
this. On the other hand the repub
lican colorod clement down In the
"Division" is not averse to a rum
pus when opportunity offers; and,
in the present excited condition of
public feeiiDr.lt is almost cer tain
that there would be contact and
conflict between these two ele-
ments. ' Hence, it was a very wise
precaution of President Grant tt
order troops here to preserve the
public peace, if necessa; but since
the democrats have abandoned
their idea of the procession, and
propose to remain at home and eat
their thanksgiviag turfcey in peace,
that danger is past and no trouble
need be apprehended.

It is both curious and instructive,
as giving an insight into human
nature, to take a stroll through the
Government Departments and ob
serve the change that has come over
the employees since the ejection of
Mr. 1 laves is considered as reasona
bly certain. The day following the
election, it was suddenly discover-
ed that a large number of the
young gentlemen had been ardent
admirers and supporters of Mr.
Tilden all along; that while "play
ing oil" as republicans, they had
been good democrats all the
time, and were , glad that a
change had come at last and
that they could express their genu
ine opinions freely and without
danger of dismissal. Some-- even
went so far as to say that they had
actually voted for the democratic
candidate. But alas! Doubt and
suspense came, and what had been
spoken openly the day before nose
became a confidential whisper
only. More doubt ana more sus
pense, and these same young gen-
tlemen were on the "ragged edge''
lest some one should have made a
note of their utterances and report
their heresy at headquarters. .The
'flopping back" again was a weary

and delicate process; but it was ac--
