Most of our American ministers do
good service They labor under the
greatest disadvantages and have to
compete with men who have spent their
lives In the sclool diplomacy They
have no money and are under the sha
low of probah removal nt the end ol
lour years The method of their ap-

pointment Is such that it Iis not strange
that many Inefficient men find their way
tu the head of our foreign legations so
that every now and then one of them-
does something which is a disgrace to
the United States I have heard ol a
number of such Instances and the
stories of the adventures and mistaken
of American ministers abroad could
they be collected would make a book
more ridiculous than Attemus Wards
travels One ol the diplomats whom
Cleveland sent to Italy lived it Is said
over a dairy stable and appeared at
court in a frayed collar and a soiled
shirt I was told In Cairo how one ol
our former consuls general used to go
to ismail Pasha and whine ubuut the
poor salary Ills government gave him
lie reminded the khedive that his
majesty was rich and asked him for aid
out of the Egyptiani treasury The
khedIve gave this consul general money
again and again our government never
knowing how much it was being dis-

graced It is no excuse for this man to-

dd that he was usually drunk at the-
