Ihe Lalovl Bilnts In their boil. Borne
little difficulty waa experienced In
pnislng Ihruugli one of thu ojeulngs
In Ihe reef, ou account of our Salute
not being acquainted with the pu,oe,
The boat got a little to one side and
was sttuck by a Urge wave and
thrown against the lotf, ataioit ca
ailing It. The natives aeslng Ibedin
gerwowere In, sprang from the boat,
aud with a powerful effort, pulled It
from the reel Into tbe proper I asiage.
There It escaped being dashed to plied
by a large breaker that rolled In a for
aeconda later. The Uldore who were
In tbe boat rtallitU that au nllwlse
l'rnvldoncu had watched over thera.

The bott nrrlvod at Bileoaumua
nbout 11 a. m. KUers Hrownlug Hiid
McUune reichlog that point at the
amollme. We waited I hero about

an hour, whllo Ihe natlvea made some
"ave" and procured some "nlus"
(young cocoanuts), alter which we
returned our Journey, reaching

about 8 p.m., where we were com.
iielledtottoponaccouut of low tide,

desirous of
continuing towards I'sialU, but the
natives cotarlalned of being tired, so
Wo remained there over night.

Wo loft early tho following morning
(Tuesday) and reached Kagalll at 10
a.m. We found all well. Tne sea was
quite smooth and we enjoyed our trip
home very much, having salltd the
I'nater part of the way.
