Bait Laxjb
Stake of Zion was held in the As--
sembbr HalL to-da- y f beginning at
11 sum.. President A. M. Cannon
presiding. Present . also. . upon the
stand,' Counselor Joseph U. Taylor,

joaepft Lu lieywood, an
others. Boll . call showed all the
wards of the Stake represented by
presiding authorities excepting the
4th. 6th and 20th city Wards, and
the West Jordan ward. After th e
usual preliminary business President
uumoD made a series or remarks:
He said that hi the issuing of re
commends to the House of the Lord
the papers generally omitted to state
whether the men to whom theywere given were Kidera. This should
always be stated as no man should
be recommended unices he holds the
office of Elder.

The Grasshopper Annihilator.
Some' time ago we described the mo-

del of a machine with the above
suggestive title, invented by our
fellow-townsma- n, A. W. Winberg,
Esq. We are pleased to see that
the machine itself, almost an exact
imitation of the original on a grand
scale Is completed, and will be tested
at an early day. The alterations
made since it was exhibited in our
office, are all improvements, and
others will doubtless be added as its
operations are tested and its remain
ing defects revealed. Where these
will occur, it would be difficult , to
foretell, as the machine is so nicely
and cunningly constructed that it?
practicability is almost a self-evid- en t

&fact. Mr. Winberg, not having the
requisite means to enable him to
proceed with its manufacture, 'con-
sulted with and called to

Mr. J. B, Glass,
the intelligent and enterpris
ing manager of the Studebaker
wagon establishment of this city,
and under their united labors the
machine was constructed and the
truth of the time-honore- d maxim
"two heads are better than one'-- '
newly , verified. Messrs. Winberg
and Glass are the Joint patentees,and
are confident of making money out
of the Annihilator, before another
grasshopper season rolls over their
heads. The machine, as said, is au
Improved copy of the original al- -

dy tfwcrtbwl. It consists of a
long axle tree with wheels drawn
by two horses hitched to iron arm
which protrude at either extremity.
Two shafts joined by an iron rod
extend forward 8 or 10 feet, and to
the outside of each one of the animals
la mde to work. On the interior is
a reel with two broad fans, working
with the wheels. It Is designed to
stir up the hoppers and sweep them
back agaJnst a bent plate of sheet
iron, half enclosing the axle tree
from behind. From this plate the
Ironclads fall down between two in
ward working rollers of iron piping,
and are crushed as the machine
moves forward. It has scope of 14
or 15 feet,- -
