In the danclnsr. made some excellent
and timely remarks. The people of the
ward were warmly praised for the
energy and taste' displayed in the
erection of so beautiful aud convenient
a hall, designed for lecture!
and entertainments, etc , In con
nection with ' ' the . principal
object of the building, viz: a Latter
day Saint school. The past, with its
primitive scenes and crudities, was
contrasted with tbe advanced educa
tlonal facilities of the present, and the
changes in society and in the country
sreneraliy since the early days of Utah
were delt upon. The young
were counseled to avoid ex-
cess of gayety and the pursuit
of pleasure, and indulge in dancing
and recreation moderately, not only
out of deference to the trials their
parents and friends were undergoing
at the present, but for their own souls'
good, and to turn their thoughts to
religion and the soberer things of life;

offered no resistance. Tney said they
had a warrant to arrest Mr. Butler,that they were United States officers.
I asked them why they did not come
like Kentfemen, if they were. They
then cahed for a lamp to be lighted and
they would read tne warrant. Theythen subpoeuaed us to appear before
the commissioner at 10 o'clock, theu
took the lamp and went through the
house, teund Sarah in bed and ber

there la bed. They took
Mr. Bailer right off to Ogden and lelt a
deputy to guard the lamily. I asked
him to cat breakfast with us if he hud
to stay to guard us. When (breakfast
was ready 1 told htm it was customary
for us to attend family prayer, and If
ne did not wish to kneel with us hje
could retire to the other room, but he
said he would kneel down with us so
i have the honor of getting a deputymarshal on his knees for once, al-

though he said be did not believe in
God or devil or aoytuiuir. Ills namie is

I have heard there are a good many
lies afloat through the papers about
guns aud pistols oelnz used by us, but
we never offered any resistance what-
ever.

They were Orris
Skelton and Frank Llngberg. Mr. Rob
ert Skelton appeared for the defend
anta.

When th e accused were brought be
fore Commissioner McKay, Mr. Skel
ton asked for a change of venue.on tbe
ground that the boys desired- - a trla.
where the alleged offense was com
mitted : that the . city government of
Tooele was able to act in the case, and
that there was a Justice before whom
they might nave been taken in Tooele
- The Commissioner stated tha,t therewas no provision in ti e - ' itote for a
change of venue from a Lulled States
Commissioner to t j i of the peace
in any event; if thero was, the reasons
advanced were not sufficient for
change. The complaint was made un
der aTerritonal law; ne would pre-
fer that these eases be tried by a Jus
tice of tthe peace, bnt as long as the
defendants were brought before him.

Mr. Skelton said he theugat It was
altogether out of place and uncalled
for that the local authorities should
thus be ignored : it was a question that
ought to be tested wether they should

cused, as ne ai not wnn to screen
them, though be thought they were not
guuty 01 everything aiicgea in tne com
plaint indecent language, profanity,
etc.

Mr. Davidson said hn was nn th in.
side of the meeting bouse and had been
greatly annoyed by tbe cries ef "Amen"
wuich came irom under the door : had
heard no profanity.

Deputy scott testified that be was in
the house, and said the noise of the
cries outside, etc., had drowned the
preacher's voice; disturbances ef this
kind bad been frequent for years past,without any action having been taken
about it; 'be could not say that these
two boys bad ever been concerned in
tbe trouble before, and knew nothinir
against their character.

Mr. Gillilan was recalled, and in
reply to Mr. Skelton, said he bad com-
plained to the late city marshal. Peter
Clay, but nothing had been done about
it. Mr. Stkeltou asked him if he had
ever complained to the present locum- -
oent, Air. uevans. said Mr. Uilliland,wo, and I'll tell you why. One of the
most shameful acts that ever trans-
pired in any civilized country took
place on Friday last, and again on Sun
day last.
