implied. The reasoning of the ma-

jority, as will be admitted by any
intelligent person who perused and
analyzed the opinion which was In-

tended to affirm the judgment of tho
lower court, was practically aside
from constitutional principles. It
gave evidence of straining after
materia that would form an apology
for making a questionable decree,
rather than a sound basis of judicial
justification. Xnt only were the
basic principles of legislative and
judicial protection ignored, but the
record of the case departed from.

The position, stated by Judge
Fuller, agalm-- t any department of
the government being clothed with
absolute lower, should be considered
and accepted by every true Ameri-
can, and no departure from it be
permitted. Tlie power of Congress,
being delegated, Is necessarily lim-
ited. Not only is this logically the
case, but it is inferior to the power
that is inherent, the latter being
inviolable by any earthly authoriz-
ation. The power delegated to
Congress Is obtained from a source
whose rights are Inherent, never
liaving been conferred. Among
tlic-- inherent, individual rights is
equality before the law and its ad-

ministration. Congress nor any
other dejartment, nor all of the
departments of the government
combined, have authority to break
that individual equality. "'o such
power Is within the province of dele-

gated authority. But there could
scarcely be a more flagrant breach of
It than is involved ill the confisca-
tion of the property in question.

The power of Congress to make
laws for the suppression of crime in
the Territories may net bo denied,
hut the confiscation of the property
of individuals and corporations
either actually or suppocdly guilty
of l practices, in consequence
of that real or imaginary statu, Is
contrary to the entire genius of
American institutions. When the
confiscatory proce Is applied to
peojle against whom not a breath
ol reasonable suspicion cau be giv-

en, the operation becomes still more
of an outrage and a disgrace. It is
a flsgraut infraction of tlie most
common and accepted principles of
civilized legislation and jurispru-
dence.

The dissenting opinion is a model
document, conveying a great deal in
a short space. It consists of a series
of sound proiosillons which require
no bolstering. They stand out in
glowing prominence as gems of
truth that cannot be dimmed or
covered by tlie cunningly devised
assaultsof sophistry. Its statements
w ill in future be quoted as evidence
of tlie genuine patriotism of those
w ho expressed them in the face of
popular prejudice.

thcfharge whuh we have quoted
alove. So with all the rest of the
rhodomontade intended to throw
dust in tlie eyes of the critical read-

er. The charge Is utterly false, and
not a syllable of evidence is oflered
to meet our demand for proof of
any dictation from a "trinity" or
other authority, in reference to the
late muuiciiol election.

But a writer who states as "the

While the opinion of the court of
laatresort on the constitutionality of
the law and the power of Congress
lo repeal tho charter of tlie church
corporation may not be set aside by

this order, yet It appears that the
whole case of the disposition of tlie
property Is yet undecided. The
question is still open nnd will have
to come before the court again a,
its next term which will be In Octo-

ber.

If Senator Kdmuud's new bill to

facilitate tlie sjollatlon of tlie
Church shall meanwhile become a

law, the Supreme Court may be

somewhat relieved of a great re.
stwnsibilhy. And then again, it
may not. For we hope that every
actof Congress, nnd every judg-

ment of a court, w liich supports the
doctrine of confiscation will be test-

ed to the last legalextremlty. Tiie

contest has only Just commenced.

Paddock, father of the crlmiual,
endeavored forcibly to prevent the
arrest. He thnatcnlugiy flourished

a cane and threw his hand behind
him as If about to draw a pistol and
shoot. The officer, believing his
life to be In dauger, struck him
twice to disable liloi.

For tills act ot and
determination to do his duty the
officer was arrested, cou icteJ and
fined. Had he not been a "Mor-

mon," hu would not ouly have been
undisturbed, but iu all probabihty
commended for having done his
duty.

When the bill was presented last
night one member wanted to know

why it was brought there. This
brought the emphatic statement In

favor of the officer from the city at-

torney. Tlie iucideut is lit a frag-

mentary illustration of the fact of

tho practical alioiitinn of trial by

jury in this Territory. The allow-

ance of the bill wa not only proper
from a financial standpoint, but was

a necc-sar- vindication of Mr. Bar-
low, who had been unjustly dealt
with.

I am constrained to diiitnt from tho
opinion and judgment just announced.
Congress possesses such authority over
the Territories as the Constitution ex-

pressly or by rlear implication dele-

gates. Doubtless territory may bo
acquired by tho direct action of Con-

gress, as iu tlie annexation cf Texas;
by treaty, as in the caio of Louisiana;
or, as in tho case of California, by
conquest and afterwards by treat;
but tho iwcr of Congress to legislate
over tho Territories is granted in so
many words by tho Consutution. Art.
I, sec 3, clause U.

And it Is further therein pro ided
that snail hae jower to
mako all laws w hich shall be neces-

sary and proper for carrying into exe-

cution tho foregoing pocr, and all
other powers vested by this Constitu-
tion In the government of the United
States, or in any department or oflico
thereof."

In my opinion, Congress is re-

strained, not merely by tbelimitaiions
eJ pressed in the Constitution,
by the absence of any grant of ower,
express or implied, in that insuumeiit.
And no such poncr as that involved
in the act of Congress under consider
ation is conferred by tho Constitution,
nor is any clause pointed out as its
legitimate source I regard it of viial
consequence, that absolute ovtr
should never be conceded as belong-

ing under our system of government
to any one of its dctartments. The
legislative power of Congress is d

and not inherent, and is there-
fore limited. I agree that the poser
to make needful rules and regulations
for the Territories necessarily cempro-hend- s

the power to suppress crime,
and it is immaterial cvru though that
crime assume the form of a religious
belief or creed. Congress has tho
power to extirpate poiygimy in any
of the Territories, by the enactment of
a criminal codo directed to that end;
but it is not authorized under the cover
of tbatpnflcr to seize and confiscate
tho property of persons, individuals,
or corporations without oifi-- fonnd,
because they may have been guilty of
criminal practice1.

The doctrine of is one of
construction, and not of administra-
tion. By it a fund devoted to a

chanty is applied to a cognate
purpose, and if tho purpose for which
this property was accumulated was
such as has been depicted, it cannot bo
brought within tho rulo of application
to a purpose as nesrly as possibto re-
sembling that denounced. Nor is there
here any counterpart in Congressional
po er to tho exercise of the royal pre-
rogative in the disposition of a chanty.
If this rroperty was accumulated for
purposes ueciarcu niegalttbat does not
justify its arbitrary disposition by

legislation. In my Judgment,
its diversion under this act of Con-
gress is in contravention of specific
limitations in the Constitution; un-
authorized, expressly or by implica-
tion, by any of Its provisions; and in
disregard of the fundamental princi-
ple that the legislative power of tho
United States as exercised by tho
agents of the people of this republic
is delegated and not inherent- -
