T." shows great lack of understand
ine in regard - to the, subject. I do
not, wish to crowd vour mDer with
any waste of words or with a lengthy
Correspondence, but I will come to
the point at once.

"0. T." says that the bee-keepe- rs

have had poor, success the last few
years on account of disease among
the bees, but 1 will say for ius in.
formation that more bees die; from
bad , bee-maste- rs than - any. other
disease " tho bees of Utah" have" to
contend with, aud that if the bee
keepers will lust follow the instruc-
tions of said "C. T," many more
bees will die - titan, rdo . at present.

a UT. Informs us tnata new
swarm should be loft where they
are hived until late in the .evening,
then they can be removed to the
properplace. .,..? "r.'r ; ,

Allow me to, . say ; that the. above
instructions ahow,-- . the,,,, writer
to , know - very little T.of the
nature of the honey bee:
for- in a very ahort time the bees
mark the place ' of their now home
and know of .none other except tlie
one they came from, and that is now
no home for them;, the consequence
is, the bees leave their home in the
mornings not knowing lt to j have
been moved.frota its plac f the
previou- - day, gather a load or honey,
etc., and then rotum to tlie loca-
tion'. and ! find ihe , hive gone, and
theyt; know,, nothing bf ifca ..where-
abouts and fly: altiout until ; they die

(Jive tho bees plenty of room
they will build crooked combs; they
have a reason for it which I will not
name at litis time, but in order to
have straight combs," give the new
awarm two or three straight combs,
