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THE NORTH SEA CANAL.

A WORK NEXT IN IMPORTANCE TO
THE SUEZ CANAL A NEW HAR.
UOR IN HOLLAND.

Xext WditdayJ the 1st ofNov.
ember', will le opeuettty tbe iogof Holland, in person, tlie Greatest
engineeriDK work which this coun-
try, so prolific in bucIi works, has
ever undertaken. The bhippingworld ia well aware that hitherto
the only way to Amsterdam - for
vessels of more than five feet draft
is the North Holland Canal, con-
necting that town with the Holder
or Nieuwe Diep. It was construct-
ed in the reign of William I, is
fifty-on- e miles long, very tortuous
and narrow, and only available for
vessels drawing fifteen feet of wa-
ter. The idea of joining Amster-
dam with the sea by a direct com-
munication had long been enter-
tained and investigated by various
committees, and, though manywere incredulous of its ever being
possible to carry on such a work, a
commission was given in 1SU1. In
18(53 a companj was formed, and In
1865 the firm undertook the execu-
tion of the entire for a aum not
fur short of X2,500,00O. This great
enterprise may be said to consist of
three parts:

1. The shutting out of the tidal
waters of the Zuyder Zeo from the
Lake V (pronounced I), situated to
the west of Amsterdam. 2. The
making of the canal proper. II. The
making of a harbor on the shore of
tho North Sea, at the entrance of
the canal. The first part consists
of a sea-dik- e, cutting oil the waters
of the Zuyder Zee to the east of
Amsterdam, which is intercepted
by large locks having three basins
and a pumping station containing
three powerful pumps. The locks
are fr the use of tlie numerous
small craft and fls'

-

jmaeks sail-

ing from Amste: .i to the differ-
ent towns ou the .tores of the Zuy-de- r

Zee, and the pumps are for
keeping the water iu tho canal at
its proper level. The sea-dik- e is
admitted to be the finest of its kind
in the kingdom. Great difficulty
was encountered in making it, the
ground on which it stands being so
soft, and for the same reason the
cotl'erdam broke through during
the construction of the locks. The
engines and ptimps are the largest
in Holland, being each seventy-fiv- e

horse-powe- r, and discharging
together over 71,000 cubic fret of
water ier minute.

The second part consists of cut ting
the canal through the pundhills, or
dunes, near the North Hea, and the
construction of three large locks
with two basins, the bigger one
being able to accommodate vessels
300 feet long, 69 feet wide, and
drawing 27 feet of water. Nearly
8,000,000 cubic yards of saud have
been removed from this part of the
canal alone. It then passes through
the Lake Y, where bauks had to be
made on each side and the channel
dredged to its proper depth. This
was done in a very ingenious and
quite novel way, by attaching cen-
trifugal pumps to bucket-dredger- s,

and, by their means, passing tbe
sand through rough pipes to a dis-
tance sometimes of 400 yards and
more. Five million cubic yards of
dredgiug had to be done In this part
originally, but, on account of the
company being continually called
upon to slnice oil the water by the
North Hea locks, to prevent tho
floodiug of Amsterdam, siltage was
brought into the canal to the ex-
tent of nearly .1,030,000 cublo yards.
The land on each side of the canal
has been reclaimed, and has fetched
enormously high prices, amouuting
in some cares to 120 an acre.
There are nearly 12,500 acres of re-
claimed land, and, by lhe conces-
sion, hey become the property of
the company. The caual wtll,
when fully completed, be 23 feet
deep, 20 yards wide at the bottom,
and have a varying width from 70
to 130 yards. Its length is sixteen
miles.

The third portion consists of mak-in- z

a harbor on the coasts at the
entrance of the canal. This has
been done by ruuning out two Jet-
ties, each 1,800 yards long. They
start on the shore at a distance from
each other of 1,300 yards, and con
verge so as to leave an entrance 200
yards in width. These jetties are
built by concrete blocks, forming a
wall with a top width of twenty-tw- o

feet, and have a foreshoreing
of loose blocks on the sea side. The
great experience gained by the
construction of the magnificent
Admiralty rir at Dover availed
but little for the shifting sand of
the Dutch coast, and great difficul-
ties had iu the commencement to
be overcome. Mr. Hutton succeed
ed in doing this completely, by
uesigniug aim constructing a nuge
moveable crane, which answered
every requirement, and did awaywun uie usual staging or ecu Hold-
ing, which in this shifting ground
it was impossible to work with.
An idea of these piers may bo form-
ed by the fact that they will, when
quite finished, have consumed over
010,000 tons or concrete. The south
pier, which is the. moat forward,
and practically completed, is a per
fect work of IU kind, and does great
credit to its constructors. The area
of the harbor Inclosed by these piers
is aoouc 'Jtw acres, a great portionof which has to be dredsred to its
proper depth. For thispurposea kind
or novel nredger,is in use,consistingof a centrifucal numn. called a 'Ti
tan," which raises the sand to
gether with a certain proportion of
water, ana discharges it In the bar
ges, where the sand sinks to the
bottom and the water flaws over. .

A glai ce at the map will show
the vah.a and importance of this
harbor. It is situated just half way
between the Hock van Holland
(entrance into Rotterdam) and tbe
iiemeror leu we LMep, which are
nearly 100 miles apart. This forms
tbe only refuge for vessels between
these two places along this barren
and sandy coast. The canal and
harbor were already so far advanced
in the latter part of (September as to
allow of the passage of the Iron-
clad turret ship Koninn der AVcdcr-lande- n,

the largest ana most recent
addition to the Dutch aavy. Hi nee
then many other steamers and
yachts have passed out of Amster-
dam this way. Trade having been
greatly on the decline of late years,
the opeuing of this new waterway
has raised great expectations iu tbe
mercantile community of Amster-
dam, and great preparations are
being made for the duo celebration
of this important event. 'Haarl-
em CorrcmpondeiU London Netcs.

Patents in Britain. The
"Commissioner of Patents" of
Queen Victoria have Just made
public their annual report, which
will soon be in the hands of Parlia-
ment. It is a document differing
widely from the similar publication
issued, not long afro, by the United
Htates Patent Office: but is, not-
withstanding, full of interesting in-
formation. Messrs. Louis Bagger
& Co.. patent attorneys, Washing-ton. I). C, have compiled some
tables from this report, of which
the following is an extract; ;

"The total number of patents
granted in Great Britain (exclusive
of the colonies) last year was 4,561,
or Tery few more than, during the
same period of time, were grantedin the United States to residents In
the SUU of New York alone.
