Characteristic and Curiosities of
this Mountain Nook.

A two hours' ride by team from Park
City, the terminus of the Summit
County branch of the U. P. Railway,
takes one to Provo Valley, as pretty a
mountain retreat as can well be found.
Nestling among gently-slopin- g hills,
between the Wasatch and Uintah
ranges of mountains, at an elevation
of 5,500 feet, with the Timpanogas
meandering through the western part
of it, and well watered by other
streams, the(vallerpreeents a very at
tractive appearance. - Owing, how
ever, to tne long winters wnicn pre
vail there and the early and late frosts
for which it was formerly noted, it has
not gained much celebrity as an ag
rlcalVural region, bur been devoted
principally to

SUMMER GRAZING

and the production of hay, for which
it was well adapted : bat the climate
has so moderated that cereals can now
be grown there with tolerable certain
ty and it is quite possible that the same
may be true ol tne hardier fruits as
well at some time in the future, though
except in the case of currants and
gooseberries toe persevering, lnhabl
tants nave met wltn bnt poor encour
agement in the planting of frnit or
even shade trees.

The valley Is well supplied with
building v material, i as lumber - of
a very good quality is manu
lectured , in abundance near
by. The best red sand stone
to be found in this region, in slabs
oi any desired tmcaness ana size, is to
oe naa in me eastern pan ox tne valleyfor the uuarryln?. and marble of a fair
quality abounds In the mountains on
tne west oi tne vauey. in addition to
these advantages, a very good qualityof brick is made there and first class
lime burned from the stone with which
the west end of the valley is underlaid
As a result the well-to-d- o inhabitants
have substantially built and attractive
houses and barns, and the settlements
present a prosperous appearance.

"Can roads be established everA40or M rods, through a man's land? If
m, must he lose all that land?

"Can I ferkid people from gettln-- f

rock or sand on my land? Can I fence
my land across a road It there are two
other roads within AW rods of it? If a
neighbor lives a mile or two above me,and if there is another road leading to

. his place, can he compel roe to givehim a right pf jway over my land?"
If the i several reads crossing our

'correspondent's land are all necessary
for the convenience of the public, and
if they have) been dedicated to public
use long enough to make them public
highways (dVe years), they cannot le-

gally be closed by the owner of the
laul. Ba$ if they are parallel roads,
and some of them could be closed
without depriving the public of the
necessary right of way facilities, this
maybe done. A specific statement of
Just what ae owner of the land in
suoiacase has the right to do could
not safely be made without a specific
and detailed knowledge of the circum-
stances; but in a case like that of our
correspondent, we would recommend
the owner of the land to petition the
county court to cause to be located
and properly designated sue h roads as
the public! seed and . re entitled
to use. After uch . action by
the jcbuaty court the owner of the
.land could, in onr opinion, fence
across all other roads crossing his land
with the assurance that the courts
would sustain bis action. It is a prin-
ciple of common sense, and hence of
good law, that a, settler's land ought
net to be cut up and occupied by roads

; which the ppbllc do not actually
need. : ,.

A settler can, by proper legal pro-
ceeding, be compelled to' surrender a
r!ht of way across his land, If such
right of way is necessary . to the con-

venience of the general public. But be
mast be paid a fair price for the land
occupied by such, right ot way. - He
cinnot, however, be compelled to sur-
render, at any price that may be offered
him, a right of way designed for tho
benefit of private parties only. lie
may sell the latter a right of - way or

. not, as be chooses, and at such price as
may be agreed upon.

It would seem scarcely necessary to
say that the rock, sand, etc., on a
man's land; is his private property, not
to be appropriated by ethers without
hlsconsen
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
