NullltHii'i Failure MeCnlfrry Not

Hnorked Out In Nlc Konndi.
Cincinnati, 20. The sparring rnatcti

betvvuen John L. Sullivan and liom-luic- k

McCaffrey, this afternoon, did
not attract so fcrrai a number of peo-
ple as was expected. At lour o'clock,
when It was thought the match would
hetriii there were not more than f,000
people at Chester Pari;. The audiene--
was not nor did it manl-
iest impatience at th; delay of the
exhibition. It was 4:30 o'clock before
the preliminary boxiug besan. The
plattonn for the matcti was set in the
middle of the track between two
.stands ami was thirty feet square, and
live t from the ground. An inner
riiiK of twent -- four feet square was
inaiki-- by throe ropes around ciKtit

, w hich wore padded ou the in-fi- d.

Tbe spectators wre aduiilted
to the rope within twenty feet of the
platform and besides lilfed the stands,
fences uud all the other available
points. An ample police force pre-
vented any breaking of ttie ropes. From
4:.io until .i o'cloclc the time was spentin a number ot short boxluj; contests,tnat served to keep the attention of
the ctowd and to even awaken
enthusiasm. When one man was
knocked scnst less on the rope, It
kept the attention so closely that Sul-
livan .vus not observed pushing liis
wav to tne platform and was not rocoir- -
nizeel until lie mounted, when therewas a brief burst of applause. He
Wure a silk armor over hU eUest, but
his arms were bare, liis cream-colore- d

liirhts were encircled with a reen
sash, "lie was accompanied by his
seconds, Arthur Chambers and Tom
1 cluuey, and went to his corner. Ten
minutes later Win. Muldoon, master
of cei emoiiies, made the formal call
for MeCaffrey, or some friend to 1:0
alter him. A cheer was the response
and a carriage appeared with the other
contestant. McCaffrey was received
wiih wild outbursts :of enthusiasm,
lie seemed to be iu perfect physical
condition. He was attired the same as
Sullivan, except that his flesh-colore- d

tights were encircled by a maroon
sash. Considerable time was sptriit
111 ehoosiu'--r a referee. ;

Tiie lirst roii';d began amidst almost
breathless silence. McCaffrey made
the first lead, but Sullivau stopped him
easily, and in the cautious work which
followed,-bot- succeeded in petting
siiglit blows. McCaffrey ducked to
avoid a heavy blow, aud as he arose
struck wildly at Sullivan and was
pressed to the ropes, where he fell to hU
knees. Rising, they clinched, Sullivan
manaKiu;; to give McCaffrey a light
blow as they did so. This was repeat-
ed, and the round closed.

There was but a minute's breathing
spell. Sullivan opened the tight this
time uy a blow which McCaffrey art-
fully evaded. McCaffrey then made a
tierce drive at Sullivan, which was
dodsred uracefully, but McCaffrey irave
him a resounding tap on the back ot
his neck as he recovered, which started
a chorus of cheers. Another of the
same kind set McCaffrey's admirers
wild; a clinch followed, Sullivan set-tin- t;

In a blow on McCaffrey. He then
pushed McCaffrey to the ropes, where
danger seemed imminent, but McCaf-
frey slipped away anil the men went to
their corners.

The third round was the worst for
McCaffrey. lie struck out for Sulli-
van, but to no purpose, and in the
quick work that followed McCaffrey
slipped down. Sullivan then began to
push McCaffrey, and the latter took up
the taeUcsof running away, but finally
made a stroke, which Sullivan easily
eluded. Quick as thought Sullivan
closed ou McCaffrey aud pressed him
dowD, growing apparently vicious. He
drove McCaurey toward his own cor-
ner, and pushed him down across the
ropes. Here some one called time, and
many thought the round had closed,
but the referee told the men to go on,
and they did, Sullivan driving McCaf-
frey over to his own corner, where the
latter fell, either by Sullivan's blow or
by tripping against a chair, and slipped
almost off the platform. McCaffrey
was cautious aud closed with Sullivan,
each delivering short range blows of no
force. After McCaffrey was pressed
down the second time, time expired.

Sullivan opened the fourth round
with a blow on McCaffrey's aw. It
looked as if McCaffrey's powers were
waning, while Sullivan was apparently
fresU. McCaffrey made no ventures,
but continually ciun to Sullivan. Sul-
livan mauaged to reach the side of y's

nose, and to brine a shower
of blood. The round ended with an-
other fall by McCaffrey, though not
claimed as a kuock-dow- n.

In the tilth round both men seemed
willing to be careful ; they played with
each other for a while, ween McCaffrey
s;ota liirht blow in on Sullivan, then
Sullivau attacked, but McCaffrey ran
awav, aud the latter returned The at-
tack', which Sullivau escaped by his
favorite method of duckiug. After more
niav. with no work, time expired.

lii the sixth round Sullivau seemed
depciate; it was' apparent Ue was
srrowiuir weary, while McCaffrey was
ttesh. Sullivan closed and they gave a
number of ana separatea.
Sullivan kept pushing his adversary
around, and when near the ropes they
clinched and both fell. Rising, Sullivan
closed again, but thU time McCaffrey
t;ot away without a fall, and delivered
a light blow on Sullivan, who sent a
terrific blow back, but McCaffrey
ducked aud esaaped, and the tiuuo ot
the sixth round expired.

Instantly there was a shout all over
the vast crowd (which by this time had
swelled to 7,000) in honor ot McCaffpry,
whom all supposed had won the match.
He had stood up against SulllvSn
through six rounds aud seemed able
aud willing to go on to a ilnlah. lie
was overwhelmed with congratula
tions, while Sullivan was left to be
cared for bv his sU'e attendants only.
As the crowd understood the terms, it
was a draw, and thus a virtual victory
for the young Pittsburger, but after
some time, when three-fourt- hs of the
neotile had started for the train, and
while the remainder were in loud dis
cussion of the merits of the match,
Mr. Muldoon made the announcement.
which only a few heard, that the
referee had declared to elve me match
to Sullivan on the ground that he had
made the icreatest number ot points
This announcement was wholly in
audible at the press seats and various
versions of it were circulated, among
others. It was given because 01 a loui.
Sullivan left the platform with no
demonstration in his honor, but Mc-

Caffrey's friends were Jubilant not-
withstanding tbe referee's adverse de
cision, aud they lilted him to their
shoulders ana oore him amia the
cheers of the spectators to his car
riage.

The decision was decidedly unpopu
lar, probably owing to the doubtful un-

derstanding of the terms. It was gen-
erally supposed that Sullivan was to
knock McCaffrey oat in six rounds or
less in order to win, and McCaffrey
himself stated that, after the match
was over, he thought so. lie even
wanted to go on to the finish, bat that
was impossible as Sullivan had left the
platform. Being asked if there was
any ground for the claim of foul in that
he had kicked Sullivan, he replied that
there was none whatever. On tbe con-
trary, he said at one time when Sulli-
van was getting up from their lall and
had his back to him, one of Sullivan's
frleads cried : "Look out John," but
he told them not to be concerned. He
did not want to take any undue advan-
tage. McCaffrey himself feels that he
Is the virtual winner. He fought at
105 pounds; Sullivan at 203. je stood
up through six rounds and was willingto continue. There were not wanting
persons who decried the exhibition as
a poor one. Kallivan Ud not deliver
one full blow. McCaffrey probably ag-

gregated as many hits as Sullivan, bat
his lighter weight made him appear
weak in comparison with his antago-
nists. There is na question that the
popular vote would have been decid-
edly in his favor.

A dispatch has been
received here stating that cholera has
appeared at Nagasaki, Japan, and that
the presence of the scourge has created
great excitement especially among for-
eigners.

Toulon, 30. Fifty-si- x persons died
here qf cholera qh Saturday, Sev-
en thousand persons have fled from
the city and about 100 shops are closed.

Marseilles, SO. There were 24 deaths
from cholera here to-da- y. At the
Pharo hospital live patients were ad-
mitted and there were four deaths.
There are now 70 patients under treat-
ment, 36 of whom are convalescing.

Toulon, 30. During the past 24 hours
there were 20 deaths from cholera In
this city. The weather is ceoler.

RIOTING IN ANtlALVSU.

Madrid, A riot has occurred at
Almeria in Andalusia. Increasingcholera mortality having driven most
of the wealthy residents from the city,a large number of poor people were
deprived of employment. This deser-
tion on the part of the rich employers
incensed the laboring people, and a
feeling of indignation culminated in a
riotous outbreak. Many of the houses
of the wealthy wre wrecked by a coptt.
Soldiers were called out, ancf in tbe
conflict that ensued eight persons were
killed and twelve others wounded.
