There large attendance last
evening creditors of the Schettler
bank, about fifty belng present.

It had been hinted for several .days
past that Chalrman Grundfor waeg not
in full sympathy with all the move-
ments of the committee, and that he
would be removed last night.  Accords
ingly he was forced out, and It wan
found to be a difficult matter to find
any one to act in his stead, The prin-
cipal complaint against Mr. Grundfor
was that he refused to sign, ag chafr-
man, certain resolutions adopted at a
previous meeting, which authoriged the
gpecial committee to employ attorneys
to look after the Interests of the cred-
ftors. The resolutions had been passed
unanimously, and only awalted the sig-
nature of the chalrman, who, ag stated,
refugsed to sign

John Beck, Mr. Brown, Mr, Bell and
Peter Hanpsen wera In turn named to
gueceed Mr. Grundfor In the chalr, but
all deelined.  Bome time was spent in
trying to prevall upon each of thesa
gentloamen to act, but to no avail. At
lust Mre. Amalin Dale was Induced to
nccept the place, and ghe was escorted
to the chalr amid considerable ap
plause,

John Heck was the principal speaker
of the evening, He told how that on
one occaslon when he wag badly In need
of money, he hud taken a lady's gold
wateh to Schettler and turned It over
us security for the loan of 85, A little
later a valuable dlamond was Hkewise
placed to gecure $10. When the owner
oalled to redeem the pledges he was
told that they had been sold for the
amount of the loans, but the banker
could not tell to whom. JFinally he
#ald the sale had Leen made to a man
who had gone uway, and it would re-
quire $180 (o retrieve them, Mr
Hhck sald, "That if (he hereafter meted
out to Schettler ordinary police court
punlghment, one day for ewch dollar,
plus the foursfold, he would be nearly
haif a mililon days In Hades."

Two or three women In the meeting
again objected to the retalning of “Mor-
mon'' attorneys In the case, as they
feared such would work in the Interests
of thelr co-religlonist, Schettler, This
Mr. Beck strongly resented, and re-
minded those presert that a large ma-
Jority of the eraditors were “Mormone,"”
und he dld not seg why they should all
he turned down In favor of one man
who belonged to the “"Mormon" Church,

Chilrman Anderson, who Was pres-
ent, on belng nsked to make gome re-
