LOCAL AND OTHER MATTERS. .

SanBaT MEsrTiNves.—In the maorniong
Elder C. W. Penrose addressed the congre-
gation on the first principles of the gospe!,
theauthority of the priesthood and his ex-
perience in the Church.

In the afterncon Elders W. Woodrufl and
O. Pratt cccupled the time. The former
spoke upon the faith required by the Saints
in all ages to earry out the work and pur-
poses of God, 80 far as they are committed

unto them. He showed that if Noah, Abn-l

ham and others,eminent among the ancients
for their falthfulness, had to work by faith,
the principle was none the less necessary
among the Saints of Iatter days. He referred
to the labors of the members of -Zion's
Camp and the Mormon Battalion as illas-
trations, also to the laying of the founda-
tion of the Lord's House in Far Waest.
The Lord, through Jis servant Joseph]
Smith, called upon the elders to perform
the latter work, giving day and date, the
only instance of the kind on rocord since
the ecommencement of the lnttor-dny‘l
work, by which that wqrk must be per-
formed. The enemies of the Church knew
of this, and they banded themselyes to-
gother and swore that If every other pro-
phecy of Joseph Smith came 1o pass they |
would prevent this one.

As the time drew wucar for Lhis
work to be performed, the opposition of the
wicked increased,and it was only by facing |
the greatest seeming danger that thero was
any possibility of it being accomplished,
The Church, generally, felt that the project
raust be givem up, and some who stood
high in authority were in favor of not
altempting it, saying *“the Lord would take
the will for the deed.” |

President Young and Ris Lrethren of the |
Twelve, who had been called to this labor,
sald the Lord had commanded them to go|
forth and accomplish it, and notwithstand-
ing the danger Lthey were determined to go
forth and attempt it. In the exercise of
{aith in God they executed the task assigned
ty them, and were preserved while so
doing.,

‘This was an instance of working by fuith |
unong the Saints in latter days, and its |
exercise would be quite as necessary |
on their part in days to come as it ever had |
been in days gone. |

Elder Pratt spoke for a few minutes upon
the remarkable spiritual manifestations so
common in these days. He said they com- |
menoed not far from where the Prophet |
Joseph Smith began his’ mission, and not
until after the people had rejected his testi- |
mony. Some ple had an idea that all
swpiritual manifestations must come from
n good source, but the notion was very
incorrect. The Saints of Giod, in their en-
lowments, receive keys by which they

may test these things and discern
the true from tha false. And faith-
fulness and unswerving Iintegrity in

the use of the keysand powers entrusted to
them is absolutely necessary, as spiritual
manifestations, both good and evil, will be-
come far more numerous in the future
than they have been in the past.
