THE GREAT STERL STRIKE,

Plan Agreeed Upon that Will Settle
it in f?‘m( Five Days,

New York, July 8.The World says:
A plan has been agreed upon which
will settle the great steel strike with-
In the next five dayvs, Ay matters
stand all that remding to be done is
to held a final meéling to formally
ratify the plan and afinounce its terms,
The program now I8 to hold that meet-
Ing and make that announcement on
Wednesday or Thursday of this week
in New York or Plttsbhurg, .

The muin points ot {8sue, have been
gettled, and there will be no great steel
strike, such as wag contemplated a
week ago, It may be stated that this
carly settlement 18 the direct result of
J. P, Morgan's efforts, I the confer-
ence which Is to formally end the
strike, Is held here, it will be at the
office of Mr., Morgan; if In Pittsburg,
gt the office of the American Tin Plate
company.  Representatives of the gen-
eral board of the United States Steel
company, all the subsidiary companies
whose interests are affected, as well us
the leaders of the various labor bodies
in the amalgamated association were
notified on Saturday night of the com-
ing conference and were invited to
send representatives.

Chag, M. Schwab, president of the 17,
8, Bteel Co., who ig at Manhattan
Beach, declines to discuss the strike.
He was asked

“Will you » Mr. Morgan tomor-
row to disgeus® the terms for ending
the strike?”

“Oh, 1 don't know about that; 1 see
Mr. Morgan every day and we discuss
many things."

PIERRE LORILLARD IS DEAD,

Was a Multimillionaire and Great
Patron of the Turef,

New York, July 7.=Plerre Lorillarw
died at 2:10 this morning, The death
of Mr. Lorillard took  place at the
Fifth Avenue hotel, where he was taken
from the Deutsehland when the gteams-
er arrived from Europe July 4th. The
members of the family present at the
bedside when the end came were Mr,
Lorilllard's daughters, Mrs, T. 8. Tailer
and Mrs, Willinm Kent, and thelr hus-
bards, and Pierre Lorillard, Jr,. and
wife, and also Plerre Lorilllard, third,

My, Lorillard’'s Illness dated from
June 20th, He waus in England, and
went to his lodge at Asoott hoping to
gee hig horse, David Garrllr, win the
gold cup. He was gtricken with an
uraemle ehill and was sick for a week,
He was advised to come to America,

and boarded the Deutschland, but
his condition became graver each
moment. His physiclan. Dr. Kilroy,
told himgthat he did not think  he
would Hve to get to New York, but
the magnate ingisted that he would,

It has never.been thought he could re=
cover since his arrival. The funeral
will be at 1 o'clock Wednesday, from
Grace church, The interment will be
at Greenwood,

Pierre Lorillard wag the eldest gon
of Peter Lorillard, founder of the fors
tune which made the family name fa-
moug, He Inherited much of the bug-
nesg ability of his father and marked
success attended the commercial en-
(r‘l'li”ﬁl'u which he planned and excout-
o,

At the death of hig father he received
about $1,000,000 and an interest jointly
With his brothers and sgisters in the
great house, of which his father had
been the head. He at onee purchased
from his hrothers a control of the
houge and by  shrewd management
greatly Increagsed h! fortune. He
bullt a handsome resldence at Fifth
avenue and Pifty-sixth gtreet and en-
tertained in a princely manner

In 1874 he became interested in the
turf. Hig first great horse wag Parole,
With Iroquig, In 1881, he was the
firet Amerlean to win  the classie
Enelish derby. He was algo an eps
thusiastic yachtsman and once rau-{‘d
his Vesta across the Atlantic. He
founded and controlled, at the time of
his death, the fashionable resort at
Tuxedo, He was nearly 68 vears of
aee. He Is suryived by hig wife, a son,
Pierre Lortllard, Jr. and two daugh-
ters, Mra, Willam Kent and Mrs T
8 "!‘nllen He lenves a large fortune.

Various estimates have been made
of the value of Mr, Lorillard's estate
and while ite exact value at the |-r'-s:
ent time {8 not known, it = believed It
Is more that $25000,000, Aa long ago
as 1884 it was sald to be from $15,000,000
to $20,000,000, '

They are to be made practical post
graduate colleges for West Pointers,
and their prize graduates will be pro-
moted 10 & course at the asmy war cols
lege, to be established at Governor's
Igland, Nearly a million dollars will
he spent for new quartars and improve-
ments at these ponts in the current
fiscal year, and in another year from
now it is the intention to make a start
in earrying out co-operative maneuvers
of large bodies of troops composged of
regulars and national guardsmen, By
next winter it will be feasible, it Is
hoped, to gquarter at least a regiment
al each of these posts, and a few
months later a brigade, or perhaps a
diviston can be mobilized for several !
months' drlll and evolutions undercams-
palgning conditions, By another year
militia may be called from various
states, and extended fleld evolutions
by an army corps may contribute to
the higher eduecation of weneral officers,
subordinates and enlisted men,

Secy. Root heartily supports the
plans, and by a personal ingpection of
the schools and posts, he expects to
be In position to invoke the support
of Congress toward securing the neceg-
sary funds,

CHINESE NEGOTIATIONS.

Government at Washington Anticis
pates No Trouble Over Them.

New York, July 8,~That the adminis-
tration does not anticipate internation
al trcuble as a result of the Chinese
negotiationg, says a Washington dig-
patch to the Herald, is shown by the
substantial reduction In the Asiatjc
gquadron. One battleship, two cruis
ers Bnd six gunboats are under orders
to return to the United States and the
crufger Brooklyn and additional gun-
hoats will be thé next to be withdrawn.
The Importance of A nerican interests
in the east will cause e retention of
al least one bhattleship of the Asiatic
etation, and one armored cruiser, These
and {wo monitors will make four ar
mored vessels, sufficient to form the
nucleus of a fleet Which can properly
protect  American interests. Eleven
thougand tons of coal are now en route
to Yokobama, where it will be stored
in the coal depot re-established at that
point,

MINERS' STRIKE ENDED,

umugglor-l}nlm; Manager Concedes
Many Contended Pojnts.

Telluride, Colo, July 6.~With the
positive Information from Lieut<Gov.
Coater, a member of the commisshg
appointed by the governor to Investi-
gate the =trike in the Bmuggler-Union
mine, that Gov. Ortman would not gend
troops, and with the assurance that
they could no longer afford to close
down to aid him, Arthur L. Collins,
general manager of the Smuggler-
Unlon mines, this afternoon conceded
several pointg and a settlement bes
tween himself and the Miners’ union
was made. This ends the sirike,

First—The union expresses itg entire
disapproval of the recent outrages,

Spcond-The compang agrees not to
digcriminate against the union nor the
members thereof, and the union and the
members thereof undettake wvot to in-
terfere with or molest non-union men.

Third—The company agrees to let the
president or secretary of the local union
have full aceses 1o its surface property
at all reasonable hours: provided that
the work of the men is not Interfered
with,

Fourth—The union agrees to use all
its influence to stop the illiclt selling of
ligquor in Marshull bagin or around the
mine,

Fifth—~The company fs to have the
right to let contracts to any men who
with to take them. Al such contracts
to he on printed forms which are here«
after to be drafted by J. H. Murphy,
representing the union, and Jacoh Fii-
lugs, repregenting the compny.

It is Made Somewhat Irksome by
the Rigid Passport Systen.

New York, July 8.—-The St Peters-
burg correspondeént of the ' ribune
Wriles:

It has always required many yards
of red tape to get in and out of lh;s-
gla, but now, as k result of recent dis-
turbances, the process ig even more dif-
fleult,  Added precautions are heing
taken where the regulatlons seemed
stringent enough before,

It 1% generally known that the intend-
ing visitor to Russia must get & pasg-
port from his government, and that it
must be vised by a Rusgian congul
before it will be recognized as valld by
the Russlan officials, The passport it-
gelt costs a dollar or two, the vise a
dollar more, The tourist fondly [mag-
ines that all regulations have
complled with, and that his passport
cah be uged as a ticket for admittance,
to be shown at the frontier and then
packed away in 4 trunk until hig re<
turn.

When he reaches
pagsport is demanded. That is the first
requisite, and until it hag been pro-
duced and {ngpected he cannot get his
baggage examined, Should the pass-
port not have the correct vise or should
it present anything of a suspicioug na-
ture to the officiuls who examines It,
the traveler Is detained, and perhapy
gent back or arvested. If it Iz all right
he Is allawed to go on

When he reacheg the hotel at his first
stopping place, he Iz followed to his
room by a page, who asks for hig pass-
port. No gooner hgs the passport been
disposed of than amother boy appears
with a paper, which must be filled out,
It seems that a minute personal des-
eription in the pakfport and its certifi-
cation of citizenship are not enough,
The police must have more particulars,

Perhaps it may seem expedient to
change from one hoted to another. The
pasgsport i# handed back just before de-
parture, with an added inscription and
official geal and =ome révenue stamps.
On the bill is an item, anywhere from
forty kopecks to a4 rouble 10 cover the
expense of thig additional vige,

And this passport demon follows you
nll through Rusgla: you cannot esoape
from it, and your paper is covered with
Ingeriptions and  glampg, and your
pockets empty of kopacks and roubles,

If a delusion lingers In your mind that
at least you will have no trouble In
getting away from the emplire, vou are
harshly undeceived at the frontler, for
If your document does not contain
a special permission written across the
back for you to leave Russian goll, you
will be detained until the amission is
made up. You may be arrested,

DESTRUCTIVE LANDSLIDE.

That and Flood Cause a Loss of
Three Hundred Lives.

Tacoma, Wash,, July 8~Canton ad.
viceg by the steamer Braemer give de-
tallg of the loss of 300 liveg by land-
slide and flood, occurring at Lungkeng
in June, The landslide was caused by a
tremendous earthguake which unsettled
land and sea, There were many
craghes resembling thunder and it he-
came very dark, Natlve accounts sinte
that a great flood of water poured out
of the mountaing, carrying everyihing
before it. Two hundeed houses wers
swept away and the fields swept bare
of crops, Several great landslides oc-
curred, carrying large portion of
Lungkeng into the bay, What ap-
peared like a tidal wave followed, mak-
ing it fmpossible for any who were cap-
ried into the water to eseape,

Robberg in Wang Tung province are
kidnapping people to ralse money, Dog-
eng of women and children have been
adbucted, though the kidnappers are al.
ways killed when caught. A Buddhist
nun, convicted of harboring kidnappers,

DEADLOCK AT PEKIN.

Fach Committee Takes Too Much
Authority to Itself.

Pekin, July 7. The minigter of one
of the great powers told a representa-
tive of the Arsoclated Press today that
the leuding cause for the apparent
deadlock was the fact that the various
committees had taken to themselves
too much authority in dealing with the
Chinese, and had made certain prom-
ieg dependent upon the Chinese agree-
Ing to certain conditions,

factor involving the right of each goy-
ernment to make its own treaties with
China. and the application of the most
favored nation clause,

In his opinion the first difficulty can
he overcome shortly, but the commer-

clal 18sue must be eliminated, or it is
likely to prove a definite stumbling
block.

Washington, July 7.=The navy de-
partment has received an extract from
the official report of the German min-
ister at Pekin, in regard to the cam-
paign of the allied forces which re-
fulted in the reseue of the legationers
at Pekin, in which a high tribute is
paid to Capt, John Myers, of the United
States marine corps, who had com-
mand of the marine guard during the
