Bam
then, saw me, nn J 1 asked ns uncon-
cernedly a posslblu what hu shot at,
and he answered, at a bird."

"When daj light came Ham still had
tho rllle, and 1 feared bo meditated
killing me. After awhile he said, 'I
Intended tu throw you overboard tco,
and report that you wunt huntluc and
got lost.' I told him I would do nil I
could, and wu could repurt something
that would be a good excuse.
