MEDICAL CONGRESS.

At the opening of the medical con-
gress, President Davis called Profes-
sor Durante, of Rome, to the chair as
vice-president from Italy, to preside
while his compatriot from Naples,
Professor Semmola, should read the
paper of the day. Prefessor Semmola
took the ground that medern tenden-
dencies were in the direction of hypo-
thesls and abstract theory, and urged a
return to the safer and more conserv-
ative, though perkLaps slower, meth-
ods of experimentalion and exacl as-
certainment of facts. The fundamen-
tal scope of medicine, he said, was the
cure of disease. The progress to-day
in the art was hindered by the ten-
dency Lo bacterology, which threat-
eped to grow iato a

instead of becomlog or remaining the
hapdmaid) apd auxiliary of employed
medicine., Certainly the microscopic
world does exist, the explorations of
which brought te light myriads of ene-
mies of mankind; but the solution of
problems thus presented to the prac
titioner was as yet unattainable. Many
theories Fresenled for the destruction
of the microbe which causes disease
would, If acted upon, first kill the pa-
tient and then, doubtless, destroy the
microbe. Doctors should emancipate
themselves from the improved Lheories
of tbe present as well as the unfeund -
ed dogmas of the past. The professor
was tendered a vote of thanks for his
paper,

BALTIMORE, Sept. 7.—An lmportant
gathering of Catholics prelates has
been in session here to-day discussing
plans for a pew Catholic unlversity.
Washington City was selected as the
choice of the majority of the arca-
bishops and bishops. in the United
States for the site of the university.
Plans for the bullding were presented
and accepted apd it was resolved tu
commence work this fall. Rev. Dr.
Keane, blshop of Richmond,was elect-
ed as first rector of the university. A
bullding commitiee, cousistin of
Archbishop Willlams, Bishop Keane
and Thomas Waggaman, of Washing-
ton, was appolinted; a collecting com=-
mittee, including all the archbishops
and bishops in the United States, was
also appointed.
