At this juncture, Mr. Martin,who
bad been perfectly calm and col-
lected throughout, moved the
Court, in view of the peculiar situ-
ation of Mr. Buckner, that the pen-
alty imposed upon that gentleman’s
attorneys be remitted, so that the
cass 1cight proceed upon fair
grounds.

The Court %rantcd the metion,
and remitted the tines also.

Mr. Denny thanked the Court
