Burriel, who at once or-
dered tbe Dmtean to return: to San-
tiago. ' She ' turned r about, f but
soon ran. aground, and ; the; pas-
sengers were transferredi to an-
other vessel. Here they suffered
horrors heretofore unknown.
They were crowded in the hold of
the vessel, where scarcely a ray of
sunlight could struggled in. f The air
was poisonous, - darkness almost
contra otn, food rwretched in qual-
ity and insufficient in quantity; the
water they bad to drink was what
remained in tbe buckets after
the dumb animals were satisfied.
These animals consisted mainly ' of
horses and mules, and they were
kept on the deck above tbe prison-e- n,

and were thus a constant source
of annoyance to them. , The; pris-
oners were not allowed to wash,
while on board the Jiazean, for ten
days', and thel r arms were pi nloned
behind them the larger .portion of
tbe voyage. They were occasional
