injurious than the controversy with
any other nation, for of ail the peoplewho inhabit the globe, the people of
the United States and the people of
Great Britain were most intlmate'yallied by every tie of consanguinity, oi
history, of faith, of institution, of
similarity of character and disposition,
of ancestry and of everything which
tended to make ties between separatenations. Therefore he would have
been glad to see in the pending treatya settlement of the controversy, and
he bad approached its consideration
witi a desire to find in it such a settle-
ment, but the more be bad - examined
it the more he had become satisfied
that the treaty, if ratified, would open
new avenues of controversy,! lead to
new irritations ana tnereiore not ac
complish its purpose.
