nevitably against the unity and
orce of the jocm, as we oliened

hen speaking, tome lime since, of
Rosselti's remarkable ballad, "The
rCing'a Tragedy," a poem which
nly uiUed rfcctlon, in its type,
h rough a fatal redundancy entirely

out of keeping with tlie proper pro-
portions of a ballad narrative.

l'he sut jectlve element in it is so
dominant as Iiaidly to leave scope

rhUhrn, but It has not that ghurc
jf light and glow of color which
play around the lyrical ver--c of
dhelley, with whom, more complete-
ly remain than with any other
lyrical poet, we find the subjective

Women's Colleges.

The names of three women are
associated with the beginning of
colleges in America especially for
women, that of Mary Lyon tieing
connected with ML Holyoke, which
vrjfi Incorporated in lbS'3. Emma
Willard was rloeiy connected with
Troy Female Seminary, and Cath-
erine E. Beecher'- - name became
historical from her association with
the Hartford Female Academy.
Klmira College, Incorporated tn
IS35 Is, so far as is known, the first
in the world to offer to woman the
same advantages as were offered in
colleges for men. Women having
set the example, men have cot been
slow in seeingthcadvantagcsaflbrd-e- d

by higher institutions of learning.
In 1SG1 Vassar College was found-

ed by Matthew Vcstar, of
who wished to providesuch

an education for tbu women of this
country as would be adequate to
give them a polUon of intellect-
ual equality with men In domestic
aud social life. Another man,
Ilcnry Wells, founded Wells Col-
lege of Aurora, 2f. V., in 1SCS, and
Edwin 3J. Monran endowed it liber-
ally. Henry Ihirant founded

College In 1STO, and donated
a farm cfW acres and the original
buildings. The course at this col-
lege covers five years, and includes
four modern languages and Greek
and Latin. Smith College, North-
ampton's pet institution, founded In
1671 by Miss Sophia Smith, has an
endowment of $100,000. Of the
thirty professors fifteen arc men and
fifteen are women.

Bryn Mawr College, In a suburb
of Philadelphia, Is one of our young-
est colleges for women, having
been founded by tho late Dr. Jo-
seph W. Taylor in 1SSO. This
college Is said to have the fcujgest
and best equipped gymnasium of
any woman's college in tho coun-
try. Xo honoray degrees are offer-
ed here, but annual fellowships in
history, biology, Greek and math-
ematics are awarded. Evelyn Col-
lege Is an annex cf Princeton, and
Barnard College of Columbia, but
they are separated In management
from these older colleges. Itut-- I

XoTelllcs in I'botograpliy.

Many novelties and ingenious
modifications of existing processes
in photography leave been shown at
the yearly exhibition of photography
at the Crystal palace.

tion of tourists' cameras, with tlie
object of decreasing the weight of
apparatus. One firm shows some
new time and Instantaneous shutt-
ers, which, when Inaction, do not
cause tho camera to vibrato orswing.
