The resolution was sdopted without
debate.

When the- General Assembly of the
Knpights of Labor went into session,
the first business to be completed was
the election of the remalulnf: Eeneral
officers, and two meimnbers of the gen-
eral co-operative board. It was ex-
pected that this would take but a short
tlme, and that the consideration of the
report on revisien of the constitutlon,
presented by the Committee on Law,
would be resumed. This In turn was
to be followed by reports from other
committees, nearly all of whom are

The season when pigs are usually
kiled will soon be here, and as it is
generally marked wilth many cases of
the dreaded disease dipbtheria, I think
s few suggestions regarding Low to
prevent that deadly afflictlon will be
timely, -

There seems to be no longer any
question, among medical men aod
scientists, that diphtheria 1s caused by
germs originating in decomposing ilith,
such as is contamned in manure heups

rivies and pig sties. The last ame
8 frequently the worst of all sources
of poilution, and the nelghborhoods of
pig pens are places where diphtheria
often times finds the greatest number
of its victims.

The scrofulous fat ment which is so

‘much relished and extensively eaten,

during the hog-killlng season, under
the name of *‘nice, sweet, fresh pork,”
makes the bodies ¢of those who ladulge
1n it, es 1ally children, very suscep-
tible to Infection from disease germa.
Among the first t.hlmfs. Lherefore,
requisite to prevent diphthe ria, iy-
phuid fever, etc., is that all persons
should abstain from partaking of the
flesh, or lard, of that mm; animal,
which God bhas pcsitlve'y forbidden
human belngs eating, ur éven touching.

J. H. Kellogg, M. D., has written a
treatise on ‘“‘alpbtheris; its nature‘
causes, prevention, and treatment,’
and, as he is widely recognized as a re-
liable authority oo the subject, I will
take the liberty of quotling from his
valuable little book.

CAUSES OF DIPHTHERIA.

Dipktheritic Germs.-The minute orgar=
isms peculiar tu tuis disease act as the
lmmedinte exciting canse in all cascs,
These germs find ready access to the
throat and-nasal cavity, the parts most
readily affected by the disease, being
tak.n in by the act of respiration. The

articular germs which are character-
stic of this disease are more or less
commos in the alr, especially in prox-
imity to decomposing matier. It is
their cnormous numbers and extraor-
dinary activity which give to diphthe-
ria its dangerous character.

Origin of the (Ferms . —Dlphtheria may
very appropriately be Included In
the class of disesses latterly
known as f(lth diseases, since Lhe

arasitic organisms essential to
L8 Eoductlon belong te a class of or-
anlsmsa whigh flourish in organic filth.

here can be no doubt that in decom-
posing, putrefylog, organic matter the
erms of this disease can find thelr or-
gin. Ouge great source of such peois-
onous matters may load the alr of a
whole village with the polisonous
zerms, and thus expose to its raveges
& whole community at once.

Neglected cess-pools, foul vaults
leaky sewers, unventilated cellars,
moldy walls,all these and every source
of organic decay are the favorite
baunts of these destructive organisms;
and the only wonder is that cases of
profound poisoning by these parasitic
pests are not more common Lthan they
are. Itisa mystery that so many es-
cape.

Typhoud and Diphtheria.—There 1s
some evidence to indicate that the
cause of typhold tever and diphtheria
may not be 80 very differeut. Itis
often observed that ruphtheria 18 par-
ticularly abundant when typhoid fever
I3 especially prevalent, hether the
germ elements which at least play an
active part in the development of these
discases are preclsely the same or not,
we may not be able to decide with cer-
tainty; but we may at legst be certain
that the germ causcs of these two for-
fnlﬂll&le digegdes nave 4 pommon origio

n .

Tenacity of Life—1% {s an observed
fact that germs of sll gorts, as well as
all very swall organismas, are remarka-
bly tenacious of life. - It 15 almost 1n-
possible Lo destroy them either by
bolling or by freezing, as they will en-
dure both extremes for hours without
loslng thelr vitality,

Diphtheria Contagions.—Simca the
disease 18 caused by germs, and since
the very germs are produced inm greal
abundaace in the body, and thrown off
with the breath and other excretions
from the body, it is evident tbat 1t may
be.communicated from onde person to
another, The disease |s now generally
recognized as contagious, and {8
treated as such by all enhghtened phy -
siciaps. The certain know of
this fact 1s sufficieatly useful to well
T R e on

is also usually present an increased
scoretion of thege parts, and a tomid
condition of the” mucous membrane.
This condition Iz particularly favora-
ble pot onldy to the lodgment and de-
velopment of fthe diphtheritic germas,
but to the development of the accom-
panying inflsmmation.

Catarrh.— Chronle inflammation or
catarrh of the pharynx, ss well as
nasal catarrh, is also a powerful pre-
disposing cause of diphtbheritic inflam-
mation of those parts, When the mu-
cous membrane i1 already affected by
an inflammatory process the presence
of the diphtheritic organisms is all that
15 required to convert the morbid proc-
ess'into a dlphtneritic inflammatfon.

Unsanitary Conditions —Unsaunitary
coutlitions, by linpairing the vital for-
ces, and thus diminishing the vital rg-
sistince of the tissues, will produce a
strong predisposition to diphtheria,
As already gshown, all sources of decay
may also be sources of diphtheria
polsoning, 80 that unssznisary condl-
tions ure both direetly and indirectly
productive of this damgerous malady.
‘This fact1s well worthy of repeated
emphiasls.

Age.—Children under tee years of
age show a marked susceptibllity to
this disease. Betwecen the ages of two
and | four vyears the susceptibili-

fay ia greatest. Children un-
er one year of age are not
likely to have the discase, Very young

children seem to be almost wholly pro-
tectéd wgainst it by their lnlaocy.
Children ure not only the most IlabYe
to take the dlsease, but they are likely
to saffer the wost scverely. Adults,
except in cases of extrewns of old age,
suffer weeh less from the most scrious
resufts of the disease on account of
greater size of thelarynx., In children
the laryux ts so swall that suffoeation
I8 immineut wien the larynx becomes
affected, while aduits may suffer the
same amvunt of lnfection and inovasion
cf the Lhroat acd larynx without any
serions ioterruption of respiration.
Thisas one cause of the greater fatal-
ity of the d:sease among children.

ARAB HORSES.

THEY ARE CONSIDERED THE BEST
HUNTERS 1IN INDIA.

Of course nine out of ten readers of
this paper do not need to be told that
in India the Arab is, without doubt,
the vary best hunter you can get. We
have the word ol Captain SBhakspeare
that as a hog hunter he stands alone.
He can bear knocking about on hard
ground as no other horse can do, and,
moregver, his courage is 80 great that
be will allow his rider to spear savage
game, which most horses would fear 1o
approdch, fromn his back. lle fells us
thav hé bas ridden up to & boar, bear
and panther in turn, and that he bad
no doubt in bis own mind he could
have donpe the same to a tiger. In
some other work, which I cannot now
call torememvrance,l nave read of an
Engilsh officer who actually did spear
a tiger Oon one. The beast escaped from
confnement, where there was a large
crowd of ?eople gathered togetner,but
creuched Ipstead of springing on amy
one. 'Lhe officer selzed a boar-spear
and killed him from the back of an
Arab hunter, Toe tiger, no doubt,wes
ut 8By rate gem| tame; but, of course,
the horse did not knpw that, and, Ui
the story 1s true, nething is to be de-
tracted from his courage on that ac-
count.  Captain Upton, in **Newmark-
et and Arabia,”’ has told us what ihe
son of the desert can do as a steeple-
chaser i lndia, He says, as a hunter,
when in early time he was ¢mployed to
ride dewn the ostrich and the wiid ass
inhis pative country, to the present

day, when he carries the ex-
patriated Euogiishman over t e
piaios 'of Hindostan up to 1ihe

baunches of ihe wild pig, faces
the tiger, or, single-Fanded, gallops
down the wlid deer and antelope—
then, comfly!ug with the manners and
customs ol the age, becomes a steeple-
chaser and wins the Forbes Kaduar eup
over a four-mile course, stated by an
experienced steeplechase nder to be
more difficult apd more severe than
any country or course in Egpgland,
which in 1871 Jurham, the only Arab in
the raceamong & good fleld of horses
wins with ease—the Arab has proved
bimself & horse of unmatched tourage
and endurance. The tall and heavy
rass, sald to be so difficult and ex-

l.usungh!or 50 small and light a horse
to lorce his way through,and other im-
pediments In the course, proved to be
rather destructive of the Arab’s op-
ponents, as Jurham had speed and bot-
tom enough left in him, in the half-
mile of tolerably open ground when
called upon, to shoot away from his
horses and win easily.

Shakspeare tellsua that where the
wild pig can go tue hunter can follow
bim, up and down preciplces, over
rocks and nullahs, besides which he
mentions also taking fences onm oceca-
sions. All this tends to make his case
well worth looklng loto as & hunter in
England, and should not only encour-
age those wno are trying to breed him
for that purpose to go on with their
ideas, but also prevent others glving
an oplinion in the matter until it has
bad a iair trial.

Unfortunately he has beep very little
tried nnder the Llotally different cir-
cumstances {no wbich a honter in Eng-
land I8 called on to prove his existence
or dla‘p]ay his Incapacity, and but very
few instances are recorded {rom
which we can draw coaclu-
siops &8s to what his perfor-
mances would probably ibe; yet
on tne whole, those of which an ac-
coun} has come dows to us bave been
ratber in his favor than otherwise. 1
have been a pretty diligent reader of all
sporting chrenicles since I could read
anything, and the only Instances
