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THE “AMERICAN PARTY.”

We publish in this issuve a significant
manifesto which has just appeared in
the Pacific Coast papers. It bas been
issued by a mew political organization,
known as the American party. This
body has a fair showing for & com-
mencement, 8s It alrcady foots up
40,000 : members. This merely forms
the Initiative spowball. As it rolis, it
may be safely predicted that it will in-
crease in dimensions and proportion-
ate force. It is destined to ,wield a
more or less potent infiuence in the
political affajrs of the jcountiy. This
expectation is not grounded upoa &
chimerical basis, but upon the eflect
already produced In Callfornia. Bome

of the Coast journals attach a greal}

deal of importance to the move-
ment; notably 3she Chroniole,
which Warns the Republicans
of the State regarding the inroads it s
making in the ranks ol ibelr party
from which the new organlzation
gains most of its accessions. It pre-
dicts that unless demanded changesare
made in the Republican ticket, 1o the
form of concessions to the American
Party, the former may look for defeat
at the approachipg State election. Ip
other words, the defection in the Re-
publican rapks wlll be strong enough
to turn the scale against the party.
This initiatory influence Indicates that
the new organizatlon will, when ex-
tended throughout tha Union, be a
prominent factor in American politics,
The material of which its beglualog i»
composed can be found In considerable
numbers in every State.

The declaration of principles is the
embodiment of wit if 1t be true thal
brevity 1a the soul of that quoality. I’
would be dificult 1o imagine anythleog
more terse. It aweepsaway, in theory,
all existing political [nequalities be-
tween different classes of cliizens. It
is to be inferred from this that a
paturalized citizen would be equally
eligible to the chair of the White
House as one who clalmed this coun-
try as the place of hia nativity. As the
number of persons who aspire to that
distingulshed post is not maultitudiu-
ous,this will not be a poweriul Induce-
ment to swell the ranks of the party of
recent birth, There is & sérious im-
pediment, however, to the funqualified
equality envnciated by the declaratien
—the Constitution. That ipstrument

provides that only those who
are npative born can ever grasp
the chief scepire of - executly

power in this Republic. The unquali-
fled equality clause is therefore too
wide to get an adbhesive grip upon the
“"Supreme law of the land.”” But the
new-fledged party may hope to have
the same disposition made of the gual-
ifization clause of the Constitution re-
ferred to as of the naturalization laws,
which they aim to have *‘unconditlon-
ally repealed.”’

It will be observed that the declara-
tion is a8 wide as the mouth of & rail-
road tuncel atthe top, and dwindles

nto something that resembles the
“‘gve uf u needle’ at the bottom. An
elephant could enter at one end, And a
mosquito would have & poor show [or
admission at ,the other. It is one o
the |most remarkably liberal and at
the same time contracted_ docu-
ments of tae kind ever float.
ed upon the political seu
of this Republic Eince the
birth of the natien. Its universal
adoption and enforcement would prac-
tically annihilate the grand American
idea with which the fathers were 20
strongly embued—ihat this country
was to be a perpetual asylum for the
oppressed of all pations. It the
downtrodden of other countries, their
hearts burning with desires to enjoy
the sweets of freedom, were to con-
tinue to flock to our shores, llke
*“dovesto their windows,”” how much

of apasylum would they find when the
privilege of owning a loot of land was

denied them? The refugees from 1ihe
lands where despotism Lolds men in
thraldom would be, by the enlorce
ment of a despotic idea, in & condition
of perpetoal homelessness, with mo
hole into which they could crawl with-
out being subject to the imminent risk
of being kicked out.

The shutting of the natlounal door
against the people of other nations Is
the antipodes of the genius of Amer-
ican liberty, and capnét consistently
be entertalnped. If anything is done lu
that dircction it must necessarily be
limited, otherwise ove of the corner
stones of the Republic will be cracked
and endanger the equllibrium of the
magnificent edifice. Such contractions
of the framework of this gevernment
are, however, belng largely favored.
Ideas utoplan to the spirit that
should obtain In this natiom are
gradusally gaining ground, and,
in the minds of the lovers of
ol llberty, they bode ‘no goeod to the
patien. It is a common thing now-a-
days for men to talk tripplogly ol de-
priviog citizens of their political prop-
erly by the emacliog of antl-freedom’
laws and without the application of
ordinary judicisl process. No people
have more ressou to observe the de-
cadence of the letter and spirit of
American freedom In these respects
than the majerity of the people of
this fair Territory. Yet their experi-
eénce will not be =il loss, as it will
qualify them, if they are apt in learn-
ing the lessons it afforde, to vindicate
the glorious principlies upon which the
pational structure was founded, when
the appropriate crisis arises.

The idea of the new .party organiza-
tion—s0 far as Its sweeping Intentlons
relating to the universal exclusion
trom commen privileges of the people
of other lands who come to what has
been deemed the world’s asylum $0 the
oppressed is concerned—sgppeals to
the sentiment of national selflshness,
Nations are but individual aggrega-
tions, and unregeperate man is essen-
tially self-benevolent. For that reason
the advocacy of ldeas which gratity
this dispositien are sure Lo impregnate
a large proportion of the people, not-
withstanding the liberal tendencles of

the great majority.
The American Party will probably

msake considersble headsway in a short
space of time. Especially it they
modify their expressed principles,

. which are altogether too overwhelm-
" 1ngly radical in some of their aspects.

should the modifications not occur the
titie would be a misnomer. The Un-
American Party would be more ap-
propriate.
