Dr. Utter last night delivered an
eludunts ot thu

Utah University on Literary For-
geries. His opening words wen: 'To
tho ethical mind a literary forgiry is
alnaysasln; to the commercial mind
It has often seemed profitable, to tho
philosophical mind It mutt alwaya be
curious and Inlertstlng,

"It would require a large volume lo
show how largu a part forgery has la)
ed lu all literature, If.lndeeJ.any possi-
ble risiarih would he able tudeteel,
discriminate and searalu the turgid
from genuine .lllirnlute. In F.ngllrb
lltiriitutu thu thtiu moat notable
forgers were: James Macphcrsou,
author of the oeuiii of Oaalau, the
irecnclous joulli Chatlertun, and
William lltnry Ireland, mist famous
ur Infamous ot all beotuso ol thu great
usme that he dared tuuei."

The doctor thin iroceejej In detail
to glvu an account of the deception
practiced hy the characters referred lo.
Chatlertou, he said, was Inspired
by the success ul Mol'hersou, for
certainly In ftslsj tarllest easaja Inthe
art of llllerary forgery heelruikoutln
a alli of his own, determined by the
circumstances of bis life. Chatteiton
was n iKisthumous child who died at
roveuteeu, lu 1770. The poems which
made him famous under the name of
llowley are prlnclallj "Aelli." the
"Kxuoutlouof Bir Charles Jlaldwlu,"
'The llattlo of Hastings," "Tho
Tournament," and onu or two dia-

logues.
The Interest of Chatterton dends

largely ujion an 'If,' upon the wonder
of what hu did while so youug.
Yet tho thought must arlsu of how
hard It would he for this gltted aud
ssnslttvu youth tu have lived down the
lie lu which his literary life began.
Ills tragic death by hla own haul
lltly closes thu scene, and whether told
as a simple story or rtprtsentedou the
stage, no bit of literary history ixlaut
