In order that bo may nirauge every-
thing lu older before the classes are
called for recital Ion.

Imitate the teacher, and upon blm
de end the freedom and grace ol the
pupils' movements. The varlnua
eerlea were taken itbrough by a class
and then by tbo professor alone, thu
most Irajioi taut exercises being Illus-
trated.

Atoidle Anthon II. I.uud spoke of
Iheulrllculllealn Ibe way or the or-

ganisation aud perpetuation of ChurUi
echooli; yet the system itatiJe on a
more solid baala than lielore. li la

that the Church aohuola be
placod on a higher plaae than tbo

schools, that atudenla of greater
advancement may be drawn to them.
Tbero ihould be no discouragement,
for thsru will be no financial fallurea
In thla work,

Tbe ltallglon Clasaea are Important,
for It la necessary that our children be
taught In the piloclplea of the UosIl.
Tbe district echoole inuat be patronized
and all the rood ioeallle obtained
from ihrui. Hluce Church achoola can
be Mlai'llshed In but a few places, It la
lieceexary that UeMglon Claasea

the work ol district schools.
The best time of meeting for heae
would probably be in the morning In
the summer, and after school In thu
winter. Where thla lias been tried,
the results are gaod.

A alrollar system haa beeu thought
of by a Catholic bishop, who thought
that children of that faith might be
taught In the district schools and then
religious claasoaaupplemsut this work
in teaching the fallb. Hut Ihla wae
objected to by other Catholics who rec-

ognised Ike fact that teachcraof adlf.
ferent filth, even though saying noth-
ing of rellgloa, would eiert au lulluence
aimewhat contrary to Cathollclam.
Thla oMectlonto ourayitenl doea not
hold good, for Ibe reason that In a
majority of cases the district schools
are under the direction of those of our
own faith, and no lulluence contrary
to our faith will bo fell, although of
courae no rellgloua Instruction can be
given In the district sohools.

President Ueorge (2. Cannon spoke
III aa follows: In placra
where district schools are laughc by
members of our Church, there la nut
eo much neoeaalty for Church schools
aa there la where other coudllloua pre-

vail. Judging from tha reporte which
have been given, It Blius that Ihe
Church achoola are becoming more
firmly ibtalllshed, aud the eo le are
lualiitalulug their dlrpualtloii to

them.
Ilrother Lund lias a right to spiak

upon the sublect of religion It
wiu upon hie mlglnal suggestion that
their urgsiilsatlou ins recommended by
tho general board, 'llitlrldea In sug-

gesting tbu orgau ration of theso
was that the condition of tbo people
genrrally would not permit of tne ra.
labllihment of a very gruat numtier of
Church school.; thus It would become
aeccary U oonlurt these rtllgloua
classea, In order to couuli ract the ten.
delicy of the district schocli lu win the
children from religion. Thla tenden-
cy dots not ueceBiurlly reBult from ac-

tual Inlldello teaclilnga, ao much a
from the tendeuty toward uuliellefln
Iho text books aud lllertluru of tho
day, esreclally wheti tbese ureim
emtloytd by teachers uotof our faith.
U im si pains aio taken to couulelait
this tendency, a great many will lorn
all liking lor religious prlnclles, nnd
lietonieal . trated n Ihclr fu lings to.
wnrd the. jsil.

lively iircceaary that children sheuld
lie taught priuclplea of religion outside
cf their regular echool course. Thero
la something very InlneMIng aboet
lellglonaa taught by. tbe Lalierdoy
Halnui, and no child can read tbe
books of our fidth without being at-
tracted by Itairlnclilea. Hut where
there la not a natural tendency toward
the study or these truths, lessons In
thetUospel should be Imparted, and
Ihui a foundation be laid which will
have a beautiful tflVct upon the child.

And when those teachers not of our
religious belief are aipateally clem
plary men, the danger of leading the
children away from tbtlr religion Is
Increased, aa Ihe littles onea aro unable
to lujgerrom the proper standpoint,
and their aOectlona are drawn out to-

wards their Instructors, thus leading
them to accept wllhiul question what
Is taught them. The Catholics under,
stand this principle, and Catholicism
la a growing Influence Inconsequence
of Ihe excellence of their ejucallonal
eauktillshmeuls. Hvin Protestants
educated In theso achoola are drawn
oullnsyinialby for the rlnclplea of
Catholicism.

The Church achoola should be ad-

vanced ao that there will be no
beta ten them and Iho district

schools. The great dlfllculty txir.
nice I In Ilia I ast has beeu the lask of
suitable teachers and advanced

but there will soon bo an Im-

provement In this respect.
The Important and beneficial eflect

of Intellectual and physical tralnlug
was dwelt upon, Independence of
thought and actloo being especially
commended.

We mint not rest until Institutions
are establUhed here Ihal will satisfy
the highest ambition or every one of
our children In an durational way.
Wo should have a class of educator
here more a Ivanced than In any other
part of the world, with mauual train-
ing schools and Institution', all other
necessary olasset, for development
should be ebtslued In all directions.
This advancement Is possible, for wo
have the truth, anJ truth Is powerful.
There Is nu need of wasting lime lu

onsldsrlng tbo.e llncl lea which n e
know from the llret to be wrong.
