Anecdote of Gen. Sherman.

To the Editor of the Boston Post:

The **Memoirs of Gen, Bherman”
is a very fascinating book, especial-
ly the large portion devoted to his
march from Atlanta to the sea, and
we admire the frankness of the sol-
dier in dealing with others, as well
as his skill and bravery in accom-

lishing his great task. But the

eneral omits an anecdote anent
his takiog Savannah, which should
be true, as related to the writer, for
it is so intrinsically likely to have
happeuned that its authenticity can-
not be galnsaid wilthout the Gene-
ral’s own denial,

After the taking of Fort Maealis-
ter, and the evacuation of the place
by Hardee, Gen, Sherman entered
the city, and among his “bums
mers’”” was a wellkpown Beston
reporter, who had gone through
the march with him, taking notes
and contriving to steal enough
pouitry aud olher things for his
support.

Arriving at Savannah, Tom
Miles, the reporter aforesald —
though that was not his name—
went pro:pecting round the ci

known to the print-graft, found
himself ina vacated printing office.
It presented a golden opportunity.
Therewere ty pes and presses,andall
the paraphernalia essential to b
pess, with a form on the press,
which the printer had left in his
flight, and Dliles, taking out
the ecditorial and other offensive
matter, filled its columns with
healtby Union sentiment, with the
ald of une or two of the eraft whom
he had discoyered in the army. His
leader was a rich specimen ofCTOW=
l“g nver tho "1{:-‘0”, in Which l:.‘.‘
extolled Gen. Sherman as the great-
est hero since Alexander, and his
army the finest and best disciplined
that the world ever eaw. With this
grand flourish of trumpets the first
number was issued, and Miles lay
back in his editorial chair, contém-
plating his work with the belief
that he had achieved the next tri-
umph to Bherman’s, and Wondered
what the congueror would say
when hie saw the praises he had
heaped upon him. The next mormn-
ing, as the General and his staff
were about taking breakfast, a pa-
per was handed to him,- the Savan-
nah Regpublican, I think,—and he
commenced to read the leader
which was so lavish in his praise,
“Look here!"”” said he, red and

mean? Who knows anylhing about
this paper?”

His orderly, who bhad known
something about its preparation,
explained to him that it was the
work of one of the literary gentle-
nl]en who had followed the expedi-
tion.

““Well,” eald ths General, “go
down to the office and tell him to
discontinue his paper, or I’ll put
him under guard. I won’t have
such ecursed stufl’ printed about me
when I ean prevent it. Abuse is
bad enongh, but this Is a deuced
sight worse*’’

Down went the orderly, and the
confusion of poor Miles was over-
whelming when he got the squel-
cher from the General Command-
lng.

“Why, it was all praise,” said he.

“No matter for that., If it had
been the other way il would have
been treated just Lthe same.”

Bo Miles moved a eompromise—
we hardly know what—and urged
the ofiicial to express his regrels
and beg the removal of the imjonc-
tion, which was promised. The
appeal was suc I, and soon the
officer eame back to inform him to
run his paper, on condition that he
should never mention the General’s
name again. This was agreed to,
and the paper appeared. After a
day or two an aide carhe down one
morning with an order from Gen.
Sherman, for publication. Miles
glanced over it and handed it back.

It can’t go in, sir,” said he.

“Why not?" asked the astonish-
ed messenger, who was a stranger.

‘““Because it has Sherman’s name
on it,” was the reply.

“That's the reason why it must
o in,” urged Lhe aide.

“and that’s the reason why, it
shan’t. He ato;ilmd my, paper.for
praising him, aud I promised him
that his name should pever appear
in my columns again, and hang
me if it shall.”

Miles stood resvlute, and the offi-
cer returned for orders, expecting
the ordering out of a file of men
and an arrest, but was astonished
te see the General burst inte the
heartiest Jaugh and hear him con-
fess that the printer had the best of
ft. The messenger was sent back
‘with a coneiliatory note, snd there
was no more trouble. . . o y
