from which it would be Impossible-
for them to extricate themselves-
and which would render the schem-
ers enormously rich

Ve do not think there is any
danger that the preient City Coun-
cil

will lend a favorable ear to the
proposition of Witcher Jones and
the speculators whose identity lies
concealed under tbo term associ-
ates Had the Council the power-
to sell the water to a private con¬

cern we do not believe it would
have the hardihood to exercise that
1ower by accepting tile offer referred
to A vote looking to such action
would create such a storm of public
indignation as the members of
the Council would not care to face
anti the protest of citizens of all
shades of opinion would unitedly
contribute to swell the fury of that
storm

But the City Council has not the
power to accept the proposal of
Witcher Jones nnJ associates

would not care in risk the amount
of money they offer on such title
as they could get from the city If
It bo admitted that the statutory and
common law applying to the owner-

no lawyer worthy oftho name will
honestly deny that equity would
Intervene to prevent the
placing of this whole city
under tile tribute to private
parties which tile Jones scheme
contemplates But we make no ad ¬

mission of defect or ambiguity In
the rules of the common law or the
provisions of the statutes which
relate directly to the subject The
settlers upon the lands of this city
acquired a title to the waters
which were necessary to render
those lauds Inhabitable or ot any
value and the ownership of the
water has never since been sep
crated from the title to the land
The common law relative to irriga-
