Wasnixaroxy, 1.—Lientenant Joseph
Powell of the Sigpal Service has been
detailed to proceed to Omaba to or-
ganize tbe meleorological service of
the Union Pacific Railroad which is to
co-operate with the United Siates Sig-
nz:l berviceBureau.

It is stated that the
Northern Paciflc and the Capadian
Pacific Railrouds also contemplate
establishing a meteorological service
and the Sigonal Service Bureau will aid
the projects to the extent of its ability,
as the services are expected to mateér-
jully assist the Bureau in weather
prognostications. With these aids it
is believed that a cold wave or any de-
cided chupge In the temperature can
be readily traced o {8  eastward
course,

AGRICULTURAL.

Norman J. Colinan, Commissioner of
Agricolture, to-day submitted bhis
sccond annaal report to the President.

He describes n general terms
the progress mode in agricul-
ture during recent  years, and
the conditions which contribute

Lo make this *‘the best fed nation on
the globe.”” [le seta forth at length
the benefits derived and to be reaped
from agricultoral experiment stations
and colleges. The several States are
conetapntly urged to enlarge their ex-
periments, aad often find themselves
striking “*uew leads’ which theycan-
vol Tollow, all for want of inesns.
Henee the general interest in the bill
now befor¢ Copgress "“for the estab-
lishment of agricultutrd]l experimental
stations ip consection with agricultur-
al colleges,'’ and the prevalent opinion
of its uuportance, and desire for .its
ecarly epuctment. *“‘No measure,’’ he
FAYR, 'i8 now pending or proposed of
greater imporiance,or beagring brighter
Eromlse of desp-sealed and lasting
enctita to the agricultural interests of

ch Umited BStates io all their
ranches.
DISEASBED CATTLE. »

In commenting ulpon the work of the
Burzan of jAnimal Industry, he de-
~cribes the spread of pleuro-paeumo-
nia, and says:

‘‘Jivery effort possible nader the ex-
isting laws has been made to locate the
dscased animals and isolate all that
have been exposed. It wonld have
been most fortunate if cvery animal
exposed w0 disease and liable to con-
tract it could bave been summarily
claoghtered and the contagion thaos
eradicated. With a disease of this
character at Chicago, it has been truly
=aid :that the cattie indastry of thia
country kas reached a crisis. There
can be po doubt that it will soon be
widely dissomipated anless prompt nnd
cflective action can be institated tor its
speedy suppresslon.”

TIMBER LANDS.

He says there iutrr:ctlcally no repro-
duction attempted or forest planting
done worth mentioning in comparison
u;im the enormous annual consump-
Lion.,

‘‘As a first step of reform,’ he says,
“undouabtedly the land icy of the
United States in the timbered regious
requires a change according to the con-
ditions of those localitiea, Besides the
good example which the Government
may s¢t futaking better care of its own
timber land, it might appropriately ex-
tend its operations by planting on a
large =cale lin bodles of several con-
Liguous sections in the treeless Slates
ami Territories of the West.
