have been obtained in experiments
abroad, it cannot jet be with
certainty that these new explosives
will eventually succeed the present
powder. Tbe performances of the
Maxim (American) and the Wetter-so- n

(Belgian) powders are fairly
comparable with those claimed to be
obtained abroad, and it Is hoped
that one of these can be developed
in time Into a thoroughly satisfac-
tory small arms powder.

With reference to tbe procure-
ment of modern small-bor- e rifles for
the army. General Benet says a lack
of sufficient quantity of suitaMf
smokeless powder delays the per-
fecting of the barrel, nut
It will be complete by the time a
suitable magazine mechanism Is
selected. It seems peculiarly neces-
sary, now that a change In the
caliber Is contemplated, that the
present Springfield
system should be replaced, if possi-
ble, by an equally eflective miga-zln- e

system. A board should be con-
vened to select a suitable magazine
mechanism, after a full competition
among all the best existing systems.
