truth. In that smoke, and It lit the city,and it lias given light to a good many
othercltles since. TChe principle pre-
vailed, and Is now adopted throughoutthe World. So with Mr. Morse, the
electrician .He unsucessfully in the first

from theAmerican Congress and the
English government to enable him to
