INDIVIDUAL GRAND JURORS DIS-

CHARGED BECAUSE THEY WILL NOT
FIND A NUMBER OF INDICTMENTS
AGAINST CERTAIN PERSONS FOR ONE

OFFENSE.

The grand Jury came into court at
11.30 to-da- y, and presented one indict-
ment under the laws of the United
States.

Mr. McKay then arose and stated
that tne re was a matter he wished to
bring to the attention of the court,
which had been discussed informally
aud otherwise in the grand Jury room.
At least one member of tne grand Jury
claimed tne right to say whether he'

rind an indictment or not, when
at the same time he admitted
the evidence sufficient to warrant it,
claiming that it would be a usurpation
on the part of the grand Jury to and an
indictment under certain circum-
stances, notwithstanding tne evidence
warranted it. Mr. McKay then stated
the objection was lu relation to finding
more tcan one indictment for unlawful
cohabitation in a certain period. The
juror referred to said he would do no
such tulnjr, in spite of being remtnded
tiiat his oath required it, under the In-

structions of the Court. Under the
circumstances Mr. McKay thought the
Juror incompetent.

Ihe court asKed lor his name and
Mr. Clayton was named as the Juror.

Mr. Claytou said yes, he was the
one, ana desired to correct Mr. Mc
Kay in one particular. That he had
not refused to indict where the evi-
dence warranted. That he had voted
for Indictment in that case.

Mr. McKay stated that the point he
made was that the Juror refused to
Hud more than one indictment. The
juror assumed to say whether the law
was correctly laid down by the
Court or not. It was not die
puted that the grand Juror
iiad a right to say whether the evidence
kvas sufficient or not, butiue grand
juror claimed that even whWte the evi-
dence was sufficient, the finding of
more than one indictment was uncon-
stitutional; that the law of 1862 fixed
the maximum punishment for polyg-
amy, and the Edmunds law showed
it to be the intention of Congress to fix
the utmost punishment for unlawful
cohabitation, it which he termed the
"Junior" offense; at six months' im-
prisonment and $300 fine ;and to find two
or more indictments against a man
he might be punished to even a greaterextent than for polygamy.

Mr. McKay stated further, that tfcre
was another Juror he aekedT Uf hare
taken off for substantially the same
reasons, Mr. Jacob Morltt; end, he
was Informed that there were others-M- r.

Davis stated" that in certain
cases he had the same opinion as Mr.
Moritz.

Mr. Clayton was interrogated by the
Court and said he believed it was un-
constitutional to find more than one
indictment. The Constitution providesthat excessive tines or unusual punish-
ments shall not be imposed. He said
lie did vote for indictment where "the
evidence" warranted it, but to go back
aud find an indictment for every day,or every minute or week, he would not
indict. Notwithstanding the evidence
showed tne defendant had been livingin unlawful cohabitation for three
years, he would find but one indict-
ment. He had advised with no one,
talked with no one, except perhaps his
wife.

Mr. Moritz and Mr. Davis thoughtthat where parties had been indicted,tried and convicted, those parties
ought to have a chance after they came
out, then if they didn't live within the
law they were ready to indict them.

The Court then interrogated each of
the other Jurors as to whether he took
the same position, but they all re-
sponded in the negative.

Court Mr. Moritz, Mr. Davis and
Mr. Clayton: lam surprised, gentle-
men, that after you took the oath you
did, that you would investigate and
oquire into all the matters that were

brought before you, and whenever the
evidence was sufficient you would find
the truth, and nothing but the truth;
that you would not be influenced by
fear, favor or affection, or by any re-
ward, or promise or hope thereof, bat
lnally ur presentments, oa would
present the trutn, the whole truth, and
nothing but the truth, that you will
state jcu will not do it

Clayton I have stated that I would,
and did so.

Court The effect of your statement
is to that effect.

Clayton I don't understand it that
way

Court Men must be careful when
they take oaths

Moritz We had no evidence. We
didn't take a vote on it.

Court But you have no right to
state you would not do it. You cannot
trifle with your consciences like that In
tnis court, it is astonishing that men
have not more regard for their oaths
than that. Wuepe tue evidence is suffi-
cient you have no discretion whatever,
if it is sufficient to indict. You must in-
dict; if it is not sufficient, you cannot
indict. You have no more discretion
than this Court has when a case is sub-
mitted to it. if the evidence is one
way, the Court, under its oath cannot
dud another. If a case Is submitted to
the Court, if the evidence is with the
plaintiff, it cannot find the facts the
olher way. bo with a grand Jury ; you
have not the slightest discretion. Yeu
must move directly according to
your caths, and And the truth accord-
ing to the evidence. You have no right to
say you will not Indict though the
evidence may be sufficient. You
have no right to say a law is

or- - wrong after the
Court charges you that it is the law.
It is the duty of the Court to charge
you what the law is with respect to
your duties as grand Jurors, and nas
so charged you. Gentlemen, you are
excused as unworthy to sit on a grand
jury. Next time you come before the
Court and are questioned as you were
iu this case, as members of the grand
jury, answer frankly and honestly, and
If you go on the. grand jury you must
bo governed by your oaths.

Mr. Moritz. Mr. Davis and Mr. Clar
ton, you may retire, you are discharged
from this grand jury.This afternoon Jtyr. McKay made an
argument in support of the proposi-
tion that the Court had power to fill
the vacant places in the grand jury.ll read from the decision of the Su-
preme Court in the Clawson case, af- -
arming the legality of the open venire
process in obtaining a petit jury, and
contended that it was within the
power of the Court to adopt the open
venire course in the present instance.

At the close of hid remarks, Mr.
McKay moved that an open venire is-

sue, and the Court ordered that it be
for six names, and be returnable forth-
with.

This proceeding was followed, as the
2X) names on the Jury list were ex-
hausted. The next grand Jury, for the
December term, will in all probability,
as a consequence, be made up entirely
by the open venire process, when there
will be no question as to the crusaders
obtaining a body of Inquisitors to their
liking in every report.

Upon the return of the open ventre,
J. S. Scott, J. T. Claaber and A. Qeb-tiar.- it

were selected to fill up the grand
Jury, which it is now anticipated will
be better adapted for the purposes of
persecution.

Cross-examin- ed Was at Hansen's

house about two months since; lived
about half a miie from Hansen'; had
some trouble wltU defendant about
land; had no desire to put defendant
In the penitentiary In order to get the
land.

Anna Katrina Jensen was called. Siie
was married to the defendant: there
were two rooms in Hansen's house,
and Anna Maria Hansen lived i l one
aud witness rn the other; witness had
lived in the dusrout since April 1st;
did not know whether Anna Maria was
married to Hausen or iiot; wltuess'
child was born in Hansen's hotfte nine
months ago.

The prosecution rested their case.
Frederick H. Hansen, the defendant,

was then sworn in his own behalf ; he
was married to both women, but Mad
not ilved with both during the same
period ; had not occupied Anna Maria's
bedroom during the last f ur years;
there was only one bed in his house;
had had trouble with the Jensens about
land, commencing April 14th, last.

Cross-examin- ed Before April last
there were not two beds in the house :

the child was born In the two-room- ed

house.
Anna Maria Hansen testified she was

the wife of defendant; hail not lived
with him since Julyis8:, as his wife;
bad not lived in the same house with
defendant.

Cross-examin- e! Bossed her husband
the same' as she did otner men when
working for her ; did not know how he
made hfs living; he worked her farm
on shares.

The case was then submitted without
arrument.

The Court gave Its charge to the jury,who went through the formality of re-

tiring, and came back almost immedi-
ately with the unchangeable verdict of
gutlty.

By request of the attorneys for the
defense, sentence was deferred until
November 6th, to give the defendant
time to provide a shelter for his family
during the winter.
