* Ltraveled through Arkansas, and

had quite an experience. [ had
visions and dreams to warn me of

danger and o encourage me in my
labors. In one instance, a man
came towards me, intending to kill
me; the circumstance was shown
me in a vision the night before. A
mob of thirty men was raised, and
they swore they would ride us on a
rail, and tar and feather us, and
then hang us, My companion was
in favor of leaving the country; but
[ told him I was going to stay there
at the risk of my life. When_ the
mob spFroached us, the leader came
fo with the intention of killing
mef' the consequence was precisely
as had been shown me in my vision
—when he godt to where [ was he
fell dead at my feet; and it was not
more than ten days when twenty of
this mon took sick and died—all
done by the same power and by the
destroying angel who is both power-
ful to save or destroy. We remained
there untill we saw the literal fulfil-
ment of what had been shown me
m the night vision. I held the office
Lof a while my eompanion was
an eider, and you know how a n
wourld feel in those days if he llad
sgainst & man over him in the priest-
hood.

Leaving this Pheg, and having no
money to travel, we t to Arkan-
sas River, and re dug out a canoe
from the trunk of a cottonwood tree,
viled curselves-a distance of
one hundred and twenty-five miles
down the river. The first day we/
made about forty miles, and stopped
over night with a poor woman who
lived in a log cabin without a floor,
She gave us supper and break i
and also a ?iece of johnny-cake
pork, which we took along. That
day we went down to the Daida-
nelles, and stopped over night in a
big tavern, which was unoccupied.
There was not a man within twenty |
miles, and when we inquired wha#;
was the matter, we were told the
place was haunted. We tied up our
canoe, took our lunch, asked a blesa~|
ing on it and ate it. After dark we
went to bed, and I slept soundly, on
one of the beat of feather beds, (in a
dream,) at my father’s house, and it
is hardly necessary for me o say,
nvbody haunted us'or disturbed our
slumber in the least,
After a good night’s rest we went
on to -Little Rock and tied up our
canoe. After visiting hero, we went
on to where a man named Jones
lived, where we left our canoe, and
preached the next day. We then
walked back to Little Rock, and tak-
ing the old military road, started to
cross the Mississippli swamp, which
was, the most part of it, covered
with water from the place we started
to Memphis, Tennesee—a distance
of about one hundred and eight
miles. We had to wade. throug!
mud and water sometimes knee
deep, which had the effect of giving
me an attack of rheumatism, which
cr J:led me. My companion was in
good health and wsnted to hurry on,
s0 we parted; bhe left me resting on,
a log. 1 was now alone, lame and
without food, in a swamp, some
thirty-five miles from the nearest
house. In considering the situation
and being all covered with mud,f
could not help laughing at my con-
dition—my oom;]nnion lea.vil:g me
«itting on a log in a swamp, thirty-
ﬂ}\;ej miles from any house, without
food.
again for two years. ut, withal,
[ knew I needed assistance, 50 when
my companion had gone out of sight
[ kneltdown in the water and prayed
fervently to the Lord to heal me, so
that I could continue my journey.
I felt theo tion of the Holy Spirit
upon me; I arose from my kees, the
pain having left me. I then went
on, bearing testimony to a family
here and there wherever opportu-
nity ted itself. Whm? came
to Memphis I was there without any
money. I went to the best tavern
in the city, which was kept by a Mr.
Jackson. [ told him of my financial
condition, and asked him if he would
keep me over night., Said he, scan-
ning me from head to foot, “What
is your calling?” 1 said, “I am a
preacher of the pel.”” He looked
at me agairm and burst out laug
and then said: “You Jook like one.
[Laughter.] I could not take any
exceptions, because the ministers of
the various denominations, in travel.
ing over the country, were furnished
with a good horse, they al-
ways had money and wore good
clothes. And the idea of a man
who had waded through mud and
water, and partly crippled through
rheamatism, claiming to a
reacher, I could not blame him for
aughing at me; in fact, T could not
help laughing myself. Mr. Jackson
rather suspected me; I belleve he
thought I was one of MurvilVs Clan!

We]left our wives in
poverty 1o go to Iingland, after ful-
filling the revelation given on the
26th day of April, at Far West,
where,in obedience to the command
of the Lord, we laid the chief corner
stone of the temple. This was the
only revelation in which God had
ven day and date requiring the
Saints to fulfil a certain thing by a
certain time.
