Tne Wyoming Uevaraer'i Views.
CiiEYENXK, Wyo., 18. Governor

Warren concerning bis annual report
says : Immigration and development
have been seriously retarded in Wyo-
ming by the no&-Issuanc- e of patents
to public lauds. The records show
that but two patents, covering 120
acres, have been issued during the past
year. Although sweeping charges of
fraud, thieving and land-grabbi- ng

have been made against our citizens,
not one conviction has been made in
Wyoming, and but three pases hare
been brought into the courts. Entries
of larid convey no title, and unless
goal proof is accepted they avail the
settler nothing, and hi rights are lost
under the respective land acts, to-

gether WltU niS lmpr0vMBWta. poly
61 patents have been Issued in this
Territory since Jan. 1st 1885. The final
proofs of hundreds of poor settlers have
been rejected on trifling technicalities.
It is true there were nearly 000 more
entries in I860 than in 1584, but this in-
crease does not represent new comers;
there are a few (made by residents to
save thejr fights, during the last
months of Congress, when the repeal
of the pre-empti- on and timber culture
acts was imminent. Tbe report asks
for liberal treatment of bona fide set-
tlers and pioneers, aud not protectionfor illegal holders. 4 distinction could
be made between tbe honest and al-

leged dishonest settler by recognizing
with patent the deserving entrymen.
Thorough examinations are recom-
mended before or at the time of proof.
Tbe present rules work against poor
settlers in favor of the wealthy. II the

Merriam. toe head of the dirlsion,
nieces the Knulsb sparrow as chlet.
This bird was Imported with a flourish
of praise some years ago as an agent
lor the protection oi snaae trees irom
the ravages of the caterpillar, worms
and other creeping things, sun has so
multiplied and developed among Its
new surrounqings as to occoine a

than the one it was expected to couu
teract. Its present rate of increase is
enormous and the new territory which
it 1b vades Is estimated at more than
130,000 square miles annually. It Is'es-senthtl- ly

a town bird, nestling about
aud upon the1 projections of buildings,
but It taaes long vacations auring toe
fruit-growin- g seasons and wreaks its
iarinaceous appetite upon the largest
and Juclest of the grapes and the
daintiest of the tree fruits, In which
work of destruction us ageroeate of
damages is almost incomputable. How
best to prevent its lurtner increase ana
curtail its rovinir propensities is an un
solved problem. It may be shot or
poisoned, or it may be despoiled of its
nest, outneitaer ptan promises perroar
nent reliej. The estimated annual loss
to rice planters frt m the depredations
ol this bird is between three and four
million dollars. Dr. Merriam recent
ly spent some time in the rice fields of
South Carolina for th purpose, ol
studying tho

dstlons. lie found the planters mak
ing their .usual heroic efforts and with
partial success to save their crops. For

ducing implements as would prevent
tne Diras irom settling upon mis par
