THE MONUMENT.

The meeting of the joint commission
charged with the construction of the
Washington Monument was held at the
White House this afterncon. Among
those pregent was President Cleveland
who is ex officio president of the com-
mission. 'Lhe annual report of Colonel
Casey, the engineer In charge of the
monument, was submitted and ap-
proved. It recites that the work of
constructing the monument is prati-
cally finished. Llans were adopled for
improving the terrace and base of the
monument, which contemplates a
gradual slope to the ground so as to
make it appear that the mouumept
stands on a natural hill. The coromis-
sion will recommend that the monu-
ment be transferred to the charge of
the Secretary of War. Coogress will
also be asked to provide means for ex-
tending the terraces, for operating an
e¢levator and (for Lthe consiruction of a
jodge house.
