in a given time. The horizontal
position of the spindles, however,
baffled him; his fingers and the
spindles would not work la bhar-
mony. One day, in 1704,a little
toddling member of his family
opset the apinnies -wheel while it
was being work Hargraves no-
ticed that, while he retained the
thread in his hand, the wheel con-
tinued to revolve for a time hori-
zontally, giving a vertical rotation
to the rpindle. An idea started
into his brain at once; here was the
very thing he wanted.
