Finance Committec’'s Report Regards
w ing Filling of Treonches Turned Down.

The report of the finance commitien of
the glty counell, which provided that in
the future the flling of trenches ond
clearing out ditehes o publle contract
work must be done to the satisfaction
of (he etreet supervisor, has beon vetoed
by Mayor Thompson wha holds that ail
publie contract work {s done nnder tho
supervision of the board of public works
nng hepce that board should have the
sy A" to whether or not the work s
compléted properly and the stroet super.
visor hag no Jurisdietion (n the matter,
This matter was the subfect of a long
wrangle in the ecounvil on Monday night
when the report was adopted by a vote
of 7 tu & t arase over the poor ooll-
dition of the trenches which were back-
filled by Contractor P P, Ford over a
vear ugo and accepted by the bonrd of
public works, Street Supervisor Raleigh
réveived a Jarge number of complaints
against the condition of the trenches and
after conslderable delay was authorized
by the city council to go over the work
of the contractor and properly back-fill
the trencheés. Thisx wes done at un ox-
pense of £1.568, and the council has held
up Ford's final estimate of $320 antil
this amount 18 paid by him.

The veto of the report by the mayor
ghm‘s the mattér back where it was
efore and glves the board of public
works the authority to accept contract
work without referance to the street de-
artment. Hence |t Jeaves the way open
or the contracfors to leave their
trenches In ajmost any condition and get
the work accepted by the board of pub-
llc works and then cause the city the ex.
pense of having to fill the trenches again.
The game applies to sidewalk contractors
who fill up all the guatters when excavat-
ing for the walks and may have their
contragt accepted by the hoard without
cleaning out the gutters. The result
would then be that the street department
would have to clean out the gutters at
a_heavy expense ta the dtr.

It not belleved that the supporters
of 4ha committes  report. can seécure
enough votes in the council to pass |t
over the mayor's yeto. However, an-
other hard fight {s promised on the prop-
csition when It comes before the council
next Mnday mnight.
