MOST OF THEM IARMLESS, BUT KOT
TC BE PREFERRED TO THE
GENUINE ARTICLE.

The annusl report of the commis-
sloner of internsl revenue contains as
an appendix, a repert from Prof. Edgar
Richards, the microscopist of the bu-
l‘t::i:ron the subject of the enforce-
m the law for the prevention of
the eale of adulterat foods and
dmgn io the Districi of Columbia.

‘The report contains a table showiog
the various food products and their
chicf sdulterants as follows:

Milk, water, reoval of cream, ad-
dition of cotion seed or olea oll to
skim miik; bulter, water, salt, foreiga
fats, artificial coloring matter; cheese,
lard, oleo oll, cotion seed oli; -flur,
bread, other meals, sium; baker's
chemicals, starch, alum; canned

metallic poisops| tes, c¢xhaus-
ted tea leaves, foreign leaves, tanmin,
indige, Prussian Dblue, tumeric, gyp-
sum, seapstone, sand: coffee, chicory,
peas, beans, rye, corn, wheat, coloring
matter; cocoa and chocolate, sugar,
starch flours: beer artificisl glucoee,
mali and hop substitutes, sodium bi-
carbonate, ealt, antliseptics; wines,
liquors, water, spirits trtlﬂcfal color-
ing matter, ficticious imitations, aro-
matic ethers, burnt sugar, antiseptics;
syrup, gincote; honey, glucose-syrup,
cane sugar: confectionery, glucose,
starch, artificial essences, polsoaous
pigments, te:rs albs, gypsum; olive
oll, cotion seed and other olls; vine-
gar, water, sulphuric aclid; pickles,
salts of copper; spices, flour, starches
of various kinds, turmeric. 1

“An ipspectiom of this list,’ conm-
tinues the report, ‘*shows that the
great majority of substances used for
adulterants are not injurious to bealth;
the public is cheated bat not polsoned.
They consist for the most partin the
wilful and fraudalent addition of sub-
»$1inces which do no¢ exist im the ror-
mal product, or are only found there
1o an l.pnrec'h.sluls lower p rtion.
Another large class consists of simple
adulterastions by wilful and fraundulent
subtraction of some substance that ls
normal.y present in the .product, and
which |8 pot found in the abmormal
product, or omly in _an appreclably
lower proportion. The number of
substances used that a° e positively in-
jurious to heslth is small, and they
gzenerally make their presence felt by
the prompt.manner in which danger
ous symptoms manifest themselves in
the consumer.

Such are the arsenic, copper, lead
and other metallic poisonous salts that
are sometimes used for artificial col-
ors in candies, pickles, etc. The use
of antiseptics, such as salicylic acids,
-ulphite of soda, borax, etc., for the
prevention of fermentation In im-
properly prep'rred foods, is daily be-
coming more frequent. 'h:ue descrve
mention as being additions to foods of
s class of substances used to cloak
caralessness in manufacture, and ;go
fucing, In mapy cases, deleterious
