A curious reporter who made an In
veitlgatlon of thli particular houie
alio Inquired about the family arrange-
ments of tuelven peraoni In the two
small room. For sleeping, the whole
floor space liutlllied. Mtttreiies are
spread at night, and In th morning
they ar folded aud itowJ away on
th flreoicape, None of the occupants
peak a word ef llngllib. It Isaald

they are all healthy and vigorous.
In summer llmetb roofs of thei

houses ar uied for sleeping, and
the sidewalks and stoop of the

house. There ar at present five per
sons lu hospitals who rolled from
housetops while asleep. The lives of
two wet savel by falling on clothes

line, th tore others were saved by
falling on bedding piled on th ground
Iloor.
