The morning was pleasant,
though thesky was slightly obscure.
Oue cloud lingering near the south-
west horison atiracted most atten~
tion, as it presented a gloomy
aspect, but none saspected the de-
struction it carried in its wings. It
kept working up above *‘Promon-
tory” and scross the Lake, and as it
drew nearer, made its fury appar-
ent by the great amount of sand it
whirled into the air. The tempera-
ture rose a little, afoew drops of rain
sprinkled the ground, and the people
rejoiced In the prospect of a good
shower. A little later, a {earing
wind passed through the town,
with sueh force as to carry lumber
several rods Into the air, and hail-
stones of an uncommon size com-
menced lo bombard the roofs, The
wind retained its fury, and
now mixed with hallstones, many
&3 large as three quarters of an inoch

and wide, to young poultry and win-
dows facing the storm; but worse
than all, to nearly all the grain pos-
sessed by the people of Lhe settle-
ment. Ten minutes later, the storm
had passed, but the treés were badly
stripped and the grain kmocked to
the ground, much of it so badly
chopped that it could not even be
mowed for feed. " Bome of the
haflstones moved with sueh veloclty
that they passed through window
panes, making a hole large sncugh
to admit them without shattering
the glass. The damage sustalned
by the settlement will aggregate be-
twean $6,000 and $8,000, The season
was very promising, compared with
several previous years, and the loas
is beavily felt. Still, the people are
not dishearten ed, but feel determin-
ed to trust in the Lord and bear with
patience their misfortune,
