principles of time Gospel

I discovered the Armenians to be
a rather unstable raceofa decidedly
enquiring turn of mind When the
subjects which we discussed ap-
peared to have been exhausted they
would turn leisurely away and our
eaeerevtle eseneareelnsieeChl
ilittle profit lInt I found some
really good men among tntlnum-
er stud some of these embraced

the Gospel In fact throughout the
entire mission about thirty icnons
were baptized into the Church

couragement among the Elders who
go among them

In Palestine I had the privilege
of traveling through the greater
part of the land llIn company with
Brothers Sjohdi and Gran and
together we visited manyoflhc an-
cient places of interest mentioned in
the scriptures I observed that
there was a good deal of land un-
tilled and unoccupied whirls with
proper energy expended upon it
could be made productive and cop ¬

ble of sustaining a much larger p-

ulatiou than at present The fact Is
the Arabs do not understand land
cultivation and I may here remark
that about the only thing I can see
