The subject for this coming evening
Is the Theological Department. This
department generally comprint two
clattct: ouu for members of the Priest
hood aud one for ladles; It Is lu
reality normal elapses for religious

workers In Hunday schools and tho
various orders of thu I wish

lo forcibly Impress u;ion the minds of
my hearers the fact that thu theologl,
cal claasea are Intended to be nor
nial classes, for religious luttruo
tlon In the various features of
Ihe (Impel: Hunday schools, prima-
ries, mutual Improvement a.toclatlont,
religious mls.ionarlr at home
uud abroad In all branches of tho

This broad csnceptlon has not
been uultretoo! by many of our theo-
logical claiics which havo teen ungsgeil
thus far In more theoretical dlstofta
tlont, etiundlngs und tllscutaloli of
prliu'lplea.doctrlnca, uud scripture.

A uormal vourso Implies not only
theoretical hut alto practical training.
The former, as already stated, has re-

ceived a artial recognition, but the
latter lias scarcely been thought of.
Mauy of our lady theological claaies
havu liever looked Ufiou their classes
aa a normal theological class, but
rather aaau nilvauied class of the In-

termediate dcpartmun.,whllo the truth
Is the ladlts thoiill fix tlielr inlndt
u"Ui this jlnt aa well as the brethren,
In older to pieparolbemoelves for Ihelr
IHiitlinof Iheiuliiltlry. Are not thise
sltlers expected lo lalvir In tho Prl.
iuay, V. 1., M. I. A., us teachers In
the Htmduy schools, as Instructors In
our religion Of cotirs; and nil
Ihls work ri'iulris preirstlou In a

uinount of noriuil training
unlit thla whole aopio become a
of teacheraatid Iralmta, which will be
lutthi'lx'Kliiuliigof making us what
we ought to be '.ho wltetl, Ihe Wtt,
the pulest leople oil the lace or the
earth. Welitvrt but commenced. It
makes no ullloiruce how high the

Person should le appointed from the
class to speak on a given subject for
the following Hunday, After he has
finished speakiiK. bringing to bear all
references from Church aud hlitull.'sl
data, and fully explaining the mean-
ing and liearlng of each quotation on
the subject, then qiutlons should be
ntkrd.at some pirha'a may havedltrer
eut Ideas and suggestions lo
These questions and remarks Bhould
come under "additional remarks'"
heading. Hut wehavohero to be very
careful, extremely careful, that there
should be no debating; because (lod'a
Holy Hpltlt Is never In smb.

Ha should be understood by every
one entering Ihe data aa a member
tint he Is expected lo respond willing
ly to any call made upnu hlui by
Ihe superintendent of the Hunday
school to net at asubstltute for an
absent teacher. 1 wish to lllut
Irate this by an Incident. In'
my vltlta lo n certain Hunday
school found six teachers abaent
and Ihe chKtis I'll to take care of
themselves. I atked the sut'erlntend-rn- t

If there was a theological class,
"Oh, yes, we have a beautiful data
they nie doing line, they are doing a
flue work." "Why don't you call on
somo of Ihe members of that claaa as
teachers? Thechlldren are playing
and some ale doing nothing. One of
Ihe moat dangeroua things a child can
lo la 'nothing.' Thla mutt 1st uuarded
agaltul." "Well, llrother Mjeser,"
said Ihe superintendent, "they wont
leave their theological data they are
so Interested they wont o me for me,
for love tt money." Bald I, ".Would
you glvu me ;iermlsilon tu go and
sr'ak my mind to them ? "
"Oh, certainly, that Is what we expect
uf you." 1 stut, listened to the very
Interesting ixerclte questions and
answersand o!nta upon thn"Hermon
on Ihe Mount." The teacher was
well Informed and handle! thu sill Jrcl
In on excellent manner, the class
numbered about fifty young men and
women. After he got through the ex-

ercise the teacher asked me to speak
upon the sulject In hand. "Thank
you," I said, "but yon will pardon me

I would like to say something; e!e,"
Ho I said: "My brethren and slaters of
the theological dais I havo listened
with Interest to the exercise thla morn-
ing. Hut 1 conui here to ahow you
some principles which you teem lo le
neglectiiig. Thus far you have ful-

filled not Jit of tho object
you came tiere for. Here you are
silting Hunday alter Hunday, being
Inttructed what for? I'repsriug
yourselves for actlvo work In the King-
dom of Ool l:r any calling made
upon you? Hut your suierlntemleut
tells ine that you will net respond to
his n quest to teach the chlldron who
ate withoutteachets. "I don't
I sal I. "how much of the (Josiiel y u
learn, If you fall t j respond to the call
of your teacher your learning Is a fail-

ure. As long as you are unwilling to
reand to thote lu authority,
not how much learning you may have
on the theory uf the Kingdom of (Jod,
It will not weigh much before the
Iord. Vou havo nolle irn;d the first
letter of the alphabet of tho Kingdom
of Ood obedience to thu call of the
rervauta ot Hod. IaI ua bo faith-
ful In small things first and s may
be worthy to resiond to greater things.
If the superintendent nerds nliacher,

ou should consider yourselves honored
with the privilege ol reswndlng. Al-

ways manifest your willingness to
Vou will be the gainers by so

doing. Vou ulilgaln thu confidence of
the children and bu strtngtheucd lu
theaospel.

This will Illustrate tho mltslon of
tho Theological Clat.

If new comers come Into the class,
let It be understood that they aro will-
ing to respoud lo any coll made upon
them by Ihe Thla Is
what they are thore for. All should
enter that class with the spirit to
do good In labor when Ihey may
be wauted. It thla were tho
case, we would not hear ot ao
many sad casta, so many
branches and assoclstlons dying out;
we would tee more young men In
Huuday school. Members of this cists
should lako turns lu visiting the differ-
ent classi s In school, also other schools,
to become acquainted with the work-
ings of tho siuie, and lr called upon
they will then Lo cillclent toresond.
Kach meniter should make Itaisjlnt
to take a practical Interest lu all tho
various theological organlzritl ua of our
Church uud obtain a thorough

of their operations, In order to
qualify hlmaelf to become a practical
worker, which Is one of the otjcvls

Vi'l nlunofa theological cUslnuur

Our Hunday rchoola have Iren es-
tablished by divine Inspiration, by the
word of (lod. It la a sterol, It Is a
holy work. It may be somewhat In
nellrlcnt, unj may becompartd with
the small ditch made to receive the
water from the mountains, as It runs;
Undistributed In the garden uutll U
reaches every tree and shrub
In the gardeu. Hut sonicllima a
heavy flood comes, and those dltchti
are loo small to contain the water, and
It cornea rushing along, overflowing
ttiis ditches und instruction aweiqis
along with It. Therefore greater

havo to .be msdu to lonslall
such a calamity. Thla ts coming
iiponusuow. 'Iherowas atlniuwheu
our Hunday schools were sutlli lsu'.vnd
Ihey would be now If parent
would havu given their supiott
to Ihem, l( teachers had been
promjt and obedient, and at their
posts, lluttodsy wo aro under 'Hirer
uitclrcuoittancea. There Is a flood of
Infidelity, of evil Influence, crowding
UKtu us, tearing heavily upon the
youth Irom every side. It Is u nflghty
flood, and the Huuday schools alone
can not avert the dreadful results that
may follow, From Monday morning
lo Friday ulght, thirty hours lu the
week, these children are In a dangir
out Influence, In many loslkncea one
that Is opposul to our faith. The
teachers may be efllclent, and with
the rrsr,ect ot their pupils Ihelr word
Is law; and all the tlmo they are de-
voting to Hunday school Is frcru
three quarters to one hour one day lu
the week, where the children receive
s;eclal training. It is not sulllclsnt to
oouuti'tbulauce tho other Influence

working against the progress of Ihe
Kingdom of (J"; hence, telliloti
i laates, young mens' mutual Inq

astoclailons, trlmirltt.itc , have
hten established throughout Zlnu. Hut
It Is the Huuday schools that we look
to us the central pilnt the focus of
All this great wolk. It Is from tbn
Hunday schools from which ramify th"
dlircrent workers rf the Church. It
la here we train the olllcers for the
V, M. M. I. A. primaries, relief
sorbites uud religious classes. The
Huuday schools ate rstabllihed In
every jllahop'a ward and are doing a
noble wotk.
