Borne of the lads
are almost grown to tne estate of
manhood i and are old enough to
fully eense the dlsgnoafol nature of
such conduct. We understand that
the parents i,of some of them, very
respectable people, have taken um
brage in the past at parties who hare
pursued steps to check them in their
worse than foolish course. It ap-
pears to os that such a position on
the part of parents only tends to en-

courage the unruly conduct of their
offspring. It Is the duty of every
good citizen, especially members of
the Church, to seek to repress row

dyism, which Is an intolerable nui-

sance wherever It exists. Good,
sound, seasonable advice should be
first administered or I offered, and
that falling the law should step In.
These disturbances . most be put
down. '

In this city'of magnificent diatan
the polios can j acareiy be ex

pected to reach every point, but
specials could be appointed for these
localities from which the loudest
complaints come, and every one
who acts riotously should be taken
in charge and dealt with. Citizens
can uo more man me omcers m
this matter by entering complaints
against the guilty parties,

We have frequently heard that a
large number of boys and young
men congregate nightly on or near
the Utah Central Railroad platform
In the Sixth Ward, that their con
venation is of a most frightful
character, and that females cannot
pass the locality without their ears
being saluted with the most repul
sive expressions

: We do not refer to the locality In

question because It Is the only one
where people are subjected to such
a nulsance,'but simply on account
ef recent occurrences in that neigh-
borhood. The overwhelming majo-
rity of the youth of this city are, we
believe, unsurpassed for exemplary
behavior, and those who are full of
mischief are the exceptions to the
rule. Because the unruly are com-

paratively few, however, is not an
argument in favor of their being al-

lowed to pursue their present con-temptl-

coarse.
We have learned since the fore-

going was written, that other inci-

dents of the kind complained of oc-

curred on Saturday night, some of
the young fellows having torn down
a portion of the fence around Pio-

neer Square.
