Watts had but four of
the routrs and aftr a short time he
failed and is now practically out
of the mail contract business.
J. W. Doreey, Feck and Miner were
in reality the dummies for 8. W.
Dorsey who at the time of the be-

ginning of the present contract tmwrs a Senator; his name did not ap-
pear on the books of the Depart-ment as either contractor or sub-
contractor until after he had left the
Senate, March 4, 1879. The routes
in the Dorsey combination covered
a point in 16 States and Territories.
The total original contract pay for
services on 184 routes was $143,169.
Brady allowc d the combination for
increased trip and expedition of
