The Police Ful _lii_a‘.lobs to Route
in Birmingham,

TWO STREET FIGHTS IN HERFI URB..

Uhe Violeunrs of Jarmanita Mohy Stopped by
English Policemen.

The following items of correspon-
dence, written by Elders 8. A. Blair,
Mayhew H. Dalley, Geo. F. Jarvis, L.
J.Jordan, G. H. Baagh, Pbiiip Harst
and H. C. Barrell, to President George
Teasdale, and published io tha Milien-
n®al Star, give an acconnt of the pro-
ceediogs of Wm. Jarman ia Ckeiten-
ham, Worcester, Hereford and DBir

mingham :
. CuErrexnaM, Oct. 26, 1888,

I will glve you an outline of Jar-
man’s proceediogs bhere the past week;
that is, as far as I have bren informed
by parties who atte: ded his show,

He began en *Monday evening, the
15ch of October, and ¢outinued cvery
evening doring the week., Toe stream
of lles that [ nave been informed he
bas said a”out us has made me tired,
and I had to ask the people to t
telling me any more. [ did nof Mive
anythiong to say tg any-of the Jarman
crowd, buot went about my business as
usual. The police bave pot-taken any
action against him, but walched him
very closely; apd on one occasion,
when he wasg telling thé people the
Elders’ address, a policeman stopped
blm, and he sBoon changed the sunjuct.
Iamalsejnformed that Barofleld wasy
tryimg to thlk to a crowd of peeple in
the street on Sunday evening; bLat he
did not get a verv zood reception, for
the people laughed ‘at bim, asd he
had to leave, when a crowd followed
him to his ledgiogs and hooted him,
and some say bhe

DREW A REVOLVER

and sald he would shoot the flrst wman
that touzhed him.,

Jarman gave a lecture **to men only"
on Baturday, and the police did not
interfere with hLim, though bLe used
some very obscene Janguage.

1 feel thanktul that the Lord bas pro-
tected us thus far. Nothipg bas oc-
carred to mar our peace, only our
feclings have been burt by thé mamy
falsehoods that have been to!d abont
us. Batoor cause hus been well ad-
vertized in Cheltenhawm, and I thiok it
will have a good resalt. bhave heard
of several that are now iaqhiring af.ar
thie truth. Brother Greeninforms me
he Is expecting to baptize W short-
ly. He is doing very well i ®ellirg the
Yoice of Warning. Brother Rhees has
sold a few of the Book of Mormon:
Jarman has not shaken the faith of
any of the Baipts; on the contrary,
he seem to have strengthened Lhem;
80 the Lord bas overruled'his evil in-
tents., A very few of the Saints went
to see and hear what he had to say, but
they came away disgasted.

- BmmMINGuaM, Oct. 23, 1888,
Jarman commeanced dishing vat his
fllthy trash in the Corn Excbanze,
Hereford, on Monday evening, the Sth
inst ,aund continned until the following
Sunday evening. .
A rabble, led by an Individual with
istcl and bowle-knife, and . two uni-
ormed bnllles, surroanded Brother
Lawrence’a residence on Thursday and
Friday. Barntleld, the princlpal
spokesman, demanded from Sister
Lawrence a copy ol the Millennial
Star, and accused her of Seccretipne
‘‘two Balt Lake murlerers,” 'nuf af
ké€ping a house for l:‘m._,rg to seduce
young kiely and ship thews off to Utah
to be murder=d. IHe declares that the
Jarmanites had

DRIVEN ALL THE MORMONS

out of Londnp, Bristol, Shefleld,
Merthyr, Cardiff, ana other towns, and
asserted that they were. going to tear
down all the Mormon places of wor-.
ship and residences —mentioning es-
ﬁiiy the headguarters at 42 Isling-

Liverpool—and drlve all the Mor-
mons out ot Eagland. He bozsted of
how they had served Elder Broneh at
Cardiff, and of baving worn the velvet
ribbon out of Broueh's hat as a me-
morial of bravery. He declared that
President Teasdale and all the
E!ders have their bands stained
in blood, and that over 5000
people have been wmwurdered in Salt
Lake £ity. A great many |mperii-
nent questions were asked, and many
false accusations made; yvet BSister
Lawrence boldly and fearieasly de-
fended the caunse of truth. The neigh-
bors, - disgusted with the filtby lac-
guage used by the leaders of the mob,
called them a lot of ecamps, and cried
shame on toem for interferiog with a
qulet, Inoffensive neighbor. )
This happened before Elders Jarvia
and Hurst reached Ilereford.

After Inte;rlewing the saperinten-
dent of poiice, and bLeiog essared
protection, Elders Jarvis and Harst,
assisted by the Lawrence boys, distri
buted tracts in the principal streets
Ksch day—Thursday, Friday and
Saturday —they were shout«d s% s
t Mormon muarderers, and sccused
of murdering Jarman's boy.

A mob, led by prominent Jarmanites,
collected in front of Brother Welling-
ton’s residence while thé Elders were
there; and a man with plstuls buckled
te bim knocked at the doour.

The crowd followed
Mr. Meredith, usingj vaigar and
abusive langusge, calii him an old
““Mormon,’’ siouting ** goes old
Brigham Young! o has got atout
thirty-five wives,”” and threatealng to
