BETTER COAL- -

The Pleasant Vslley coal has kept
its place hi the market, although
tb.tr have been two or three objec-
tions, to It. These are, its softness,
causing it to make much slack, and
a tendency to bum too rapidly and
accumulate a great deal of soot. The
experie need mlntts say this is be
cause the coal la in a state of decay
or in their language, it 13 "dead."
When these mountains were thrown
up it left some parts of , the e 1
more exposed than others and
broke tne veins In two in .msny
places. Where these -- veins have
not been protected by an immense
amount of earth they have lost
their original virtue and become soft
and full of ."slips" or crevices.
Where the coal "crops" or protrudesout of the side of the mountain it
is of Jittle value. j

In driving what Is called No. 1
Tunnel a "Xfeult" was struck. - This
Is a place where the earth, by some
great convulsion, has slipped up or
down, breaking the veins of coal,
slate, rock, mineral, etc., Into and
moTing them from a few Inches to
hundreds of feet. It is no trouble
for the experienced miner to tell
whether the coal has gone np or
down. i

' !

When this fault was discovered,
Mr. Williams, operator of the mines,sald'the coal was down, but many
others said it was up. He drilled down
the distance of about forty feet and
and struck coal, which provel to be
of the same thlcknees 'as the vein
InVNo. 1. Now he devised a scheme
to. go down the canyon about one-four- th

of a mile, and drive a tun-
nel on a vein of coal about 1$ Inches
thick, which was 50 feet lower in the
formation. When this tunnel would
strike the fault it would be In the
vicinity of the vein "dropped down"'
from No. 1. i t

In this scheme Mr. Williams was
vigorously opposed, but being a man
full ef ambition, energy and confKl
dence he pushed the work ahead
day and night for upwardsor a year as nis . own expense
with:, the understanding that he
should be repaid if It proved a suc-
cess, while the work was in opera-
tion Mr. Ing, an "expert" 'j of the
D.AB.Q.B. R., was sent I to' ex-
amine it and he told Mr. Williams
that he would not strike the coal;
that such a project was. the height
of folly. But this did not, daunt
the ".Little Man," as the miners term
him. and he pushed the work for-
ward with extreme energy, through
many difficulties, till the night
shift, brought him the glad tidings a
fortnight ago that a vein of coal 10
feet thick lay before them.i M i
, This coal la of superior quality; is
hard, heavy and free from dirt, t It
is thought to be as much better; for
all purposes than the present coal,
as a gas light is better than a candle.
It has been better protected sby Che
earth and should be superior in
every respect."

" . Preparations are now being . made
to put this eoal in the market as
soon as possible. It will be some
time before this can be done, but we
may look for superior coal in the
near future. . C. H. Bliss. !
