HORSES BADLY LEFT.

The much advertised fall meeting of
the Utah Driving Park opened yvester-
day most auspiclously., The loveliest
of antumn weather, the reputation and
record of the animals entered, the
1lberal purses in store for the winners
and the extensive _and
improvements at the Park [uself
were Iinducements sufficlent, In
the absence ol any opposing
attraction, to draw as larg« & copcourse
a3 eyver graced s race course in the his-
tory of the Territory. The inconveni-
encea and discomforts attending eariler
meetings at the Driving Park were all
done away yesterday by the completion
of the magnificent grand stand: and
under its capacious roof fully & thou-
sand eager spectators escaped the
flery rays of the sun,and enjoyed with-
out abstruction and without effort a
view of the entire course and its good-
iy array of fiyers. Nearly as many more
remained in their carrlages or oscil-
lated mnervously between the re-
freshment bar and the rall
pordering the track, whlle the
mellifiaous tones of the pool seller
were at no time sounded without an
encouraging display of ready ears.
The executive and judicial depart-
ments of the territorial machioury
were represepted In Lhe persons of
thelr chiefest officers, aad business
men a8 well as sports were out in full
furce. Even the cow counties were
not without represcntatives, and ad-
mirers of horseflesh {rom far and near
contributed te sawell the throng. Un
the wholé, the public were well satis-
fled, though after the second heat of
the trotting race littie enthuziasm was
manifested. It proved, as feared, a
red-letter day for Colorado flyers, Mr,
B.C. Holly'sentrles getting away wiLh
two out of the three purses offered.

THREE DEFENDANTS AND FIVE INDICT-
MENTS OF COBABITATION.
